Changes in Parking Regulations in the Town Centre

Over the next few months significant changes in relation to parking and enforcement will take place in Ballymena
Town Centre. Many of the changes will not occur until September or October but one change is imminent.

Loading Bays: These bays will be introduced to all streets in Ballymena by mid/late July. There will be clear signage
and marking of bays. The bays can only be used for loading and unloading. The regulations will be strictly enforced.

The Centre has been a real success story with units being 100% occupied,
90% of the tenants coming from Ballykeel and 38 new jobs created. To meet local demand, 16 further
units are now planned.
