New Markers for Motorists 
Not Expected Before the 

End of May

Many changes have t>een made in 

numbers for this year, but in all 
probability the new markers will 
not be erected by the State High­
way-Department before the end of 
May. 

At the same time many of the 
1935 New York State highway maps 
which have been published or are 
about to be published will carry 
the new numbers. Therefore any 
one using the new maps should 
keep the following list of route 
changes that will not be affective 
until the new markers are placed 
by the State. 

On Route No. 3, the old route 
was Niagara Falls-Plattsburg while 
the new route will be Crockett-
Plattsburg. Nine X which was 
formerly used on the Saratoga Lake 
loop is now located in New York 
City. On U. S. 9W the Ravena-
Albany route via Pearl Street will 
be replaced by Ravena-Albany via 
Southern Boulevard. On 44 the 
junction route 13-Wolcott will be 
Millertown-Kerhonkson. On 93 
Youngstown-Peters Corner will be 
Youngstown-Junction Route 5. 

Route number U. S. 104 is a new 
route covering Niagara Falls-Union 
Square. State Route 144, Ravena-
Albany via Southern Boulevard, 
will be Albright-Albany via S. 
Pearl Street. State Route 182 Pal­
ermo-Hastings will be Constantia-
junction of Route U. S. 11. 

On State Route 200, Poughkeepsie-
Connecticut line will be Amenia-
Connecticut line. Other new routes 
will be U. S. 202 Brewster-Suffern,

Automobile rates on the Acadia 
of the Eastern S. S. Line between 
New York and Yarmouth, Nova 
Scotia, will be reduced approximate­
ly 25 per cent. The new rates go 
into effect April 1. 

These new rates according to Hon. 
A. S. MacMillan, Minister of High­
ways of the Province of Nova Scotia, 
are recognition of the 8,000 miles 
of improved highways and 6,000 
miles of secondary roads which now 
criss-cross the peninsula. "The new 
Nova Scotia roads," Mr. MacMillari 
said, "lead the traveler straight into 
the heart of unspoiled scenery, and 
the reduced transportation rates for 
cars should be an inducement for 
more of this kind of travel, which 
has been increasing with the im­
proved roads." 

Not So Young 
Approximately half of all the 

hourly paid employees of the Buick 
Motor Company are forty years old 
or over, and more than 43 per cent 
of the entire factory pay roll have 
worked for the company continu­
ously for ten years or more. 

Four out of five Buick workmen 
—a total of 79.5 per 'cent of the 
current working force—have been 
employed by the company contin­
uously for five years or more.

Former New Yorker Originated 

Many Methods Now Used 
by World 

BURIAL RITES TOMORROW 
FOR MRS. HELEN GWYNNE 

DETROIT. Mich„ March 30. — 
Burch Foraker, one of the world's 
leading telephone construction and 
operating men, died in Grace Hos­
pital here yesterday, after weeks of 
illness with anemia and various 
complications. He was sixty-three. 

Mr. Foraker was the inventor of 
many of the telephone plant con­
struction methods which are now 
in use throughout the world. 

He was chairman of the board of 
the Michigan Bell Telephone Com­
pany, and developed the communi­
cations of the State into one of the 
best in the United States. 

From 1907 to 1912 Mr. ForakeP 
was plant superintendent of the 
New York Telephone Company in 
the Brooklyn and Long Island areas. 

Former New York Aid 
From 1912 until 1924 he was su-

perinten lent of plant construction 
and operation in Manhattan, The 
Bronx and Westchester. 

In 1924 he was appointed general 
manager of the company upstate. 

He remained in this position un­
til, in June, 1926, he became pres­
ident of the Michigan Bell Tele­
phone Company. In the years that 
followed he trained many of the 
men who are now executives in the 
Bell system. 

He continued as president of the 
Michigan unit of the Bell system 
until last October, when he became 
chairman of the board of directors. 

Mr. Foraker was a son of Captain 
Burch Foraker, and a nephew of 
United States Senator Joseph B. 
Foraker of Ohio. 

He started in the telephone busi­
ness while a student at Cornell. He 
worked as a $10-a-week telephone 
installer in the New York Tele­
phone Company.

For years he was rector emeritus 
of the Sanctity of Marriage Asso­
ciation. He had written many books 
on religion and marriage.
