The FCC last week levied a
$10,000 fine against KMNY/Po-
mona, CA for multiple viola-
tions of Commission rules, in-
cluding its failure to tell lis-
teners that some money experts
interviewed on the financial
news station had paid to be in-
terviewed.

That action came just days

before the agency issued a
$10,000 indecency fine against
Great American Broadcast-
ing’s WFBQ/Indianapolis.

In its July 16 notice of appar-
ent liability to KMNY licensee
Money Radio Inc., the FCC
charged KMNY failed to air the
appropriate sponsorship notices
during interviews with adver-

might be termed ‘‘gabola.”

Just A Misunderstanding

KMNY Exec. VP Vera Gold
told R&R the problem stemmed
from her station’s misinterpre-
tation of the Commission’s
rules. “This was definitely an
oversight. If we have paid inter-
views, we say they’re paid for.
What we weren't aware of is
that if an [interview guest] buys
ads on the station, we have to

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Obscene, But Not Heard

n Monday morning (7/23), WJHM

(102 Jamz)/Orlando began tantalizing

listeners with the prospect that
afternooner Rich Stevens would world-
premiere a track from the new (at that time
unreleased) Luke f/2 Live Crew LP!

That afternoon, Stevens did indeed play
just a snatch of a pretty Ii'l ditty entitled
“F— —k Martinez.” (The gentleman in question
happens to be the Florida Governor who's at
least partially responsible for kicking up all the
fuss about the last 2 Live Crew record.)

Predictably the local TV and newspapers
hurried down to the station to interview
Stevens, who defended his action on First
Amendment principles.

What Stevens didn’t know, however, was
that Gov. Martinez was in the midst of an
unpublicized visit to Orlando and that the
media’s next step would be to confront
Martinez with the news of Stevens’s stunt.
Without hearing so much as an aircheck, the
Gov pronounced the song “obscene.” The
resulting combination of footage got local,
state, and even network coverage that night,
which Stevens spent sleeping with one eye
open.

Meanwhile, a San Antonio record store
owner who refused to pull the previous 2 Live
Crew record from his shelves pleaded
innocent Tuesday (7/24) to a misdemeanor
charge of promoting obscene material. His
pretrial hearing date was set for September
17.

At presstime, Louisiana Governor Buddy
Roemer was expected to veto what would
otherwise become the nation’s first mandatory
music labeling law.

Roemer called a Wednesday morning
(7/25) press conference to announce his
decision on the bill, which passed both houses
of the state legislature by wide margins.
Although Roemer’s office declined to reveal
the Gov's intentions, a member of his staff told
ST, “You can say it's a decision that supports
voluntary labeling.”

Speculation that Roemer would veto the
measure was fueled by word that RIAA
President Jason Berman, NARAS President
Mike Greene, and PMRC President Tipper
Gore (all of whom oppose, or claim to oppose,
labeling legislation) had been invited to
participate in the Wednesday confab, while
Rep. Ted Haik, sponsor of the bill, was not
expected to attend.

Congratulations to Columbia for an
unparalleled chart achievement: ““Vision Of
Love” by Mariah Carey became the first
record in our recollection ever to hit No. 1 in
three separate formats in the same week! And
if that weren’t impressive enough, Mariah did it
with her first record ever.

With KISS-FM/San Antonio dumping AOR
for Gold (see Page 3), at least two local
stations are rumored to be considering a
switch to AOR.

Numero Uno on the list is Inner City CHR
KSAQ, but don’t bet on it. A wiser wager
might be on TK Spanish outlet KZVE,
particularly since ST spyboys spotted TK
VP/AOR (and WSHE/Miami PD) Brian Krysz in
San Antonio.

Incidentally, Joe ‘‘The Godfather’’
Anthony, who worked at KISS for most of its
20-year AOR history, has hooked up with
KSAQ AM Z-Rock sister KSJL for the 7-10pm
shift. Meanwhile, KISS overnighter Caz
Bargmann heads east for parttime at
KLOL/Houston.

say there is monetary considera-
tion involved [for the interview].”

According to Roger Holberg,
Asst. Chief of the FCC’s complaints
and investigations branch, KMNY
is the third station since 1988 to be
investigated for failing to identify
purchased-time broadcasts. The
last station to be so fined was near-
by KIEV/Glendale, CA. That 1988
case also involved ‘““Investors Club
Of The Air,” which then aired on
KIEV and was hosted by Edward
“Buzz”’ Schwartz, now President of
Money Radio Inc.

KMNY was also cited for im-
properly closing its Pomona main
studio when it moved to an Ana-
heim facility; failing to properly
maintain and allow access to its
public file; leaving its transmitter
unattended for several hours a
day; and for having unlicensed op-
erators at its tower for approxi-
mately two weeks.

Gold blamed those violations on
the “negligence” of a former em-
ployee who, she said, was also re-
sponsible for bringing KMNY’s
transgressions to the FCC’s atten-
tion. She said the station has not de-
cided whether to appeal the fine.

Indianapolis Indecency
Imbroglio

Three days after moving against
KMNY, the FCC levied a $10,000 in-
decency fine against WNDE &
WFBQ/Indianapolis for material
aired during the stations’ Bob
[Kevoian] and Tom [Griswold]
morning show.

Combo GM Chris Wheat declined
to comment on the fine, pending
the outcome of an upcoming meet-
ing with Great American officials
and lawyers. ‘“We’ll explore our op-
tions in that meeting,”’ he said.
Great American has until August
21 to appeal the fine.

In its response to the Commis-
sion’s initial 1989 indecency in-
quiry, Great American had sub-
mitted ratings and polling data and
testimonials from prominent Indi-
anapolis residents in an effort to
prove that Bob and Tom’s show
was not indecent by local commun-
ity standards. But the FCC re-
jected that argument, noting that
community standards cannot be
determined by “the popularity of
particular programming among
adults.”

The Naughty Bits

The Commission also rejected
Great American’s arguments that
the FCC’s indecency standard is
overly vague and that the material
in question was not indecent but
rather ‘‘nonexplicit, double-
entendre humor about sexual mat-
ters.” The cited material included
a mock ad for “Butch Beer” and
such routines as “Candy Wrapper”’
and “Stroke Your Dinghy.”

The Commission also ruled that
two comedy bits it had initially in-
cluded in its inquiry — including
one that mentioned “eating mega-
dick under the table” — were not
indecent after all. That decision
was made after Great American
provided additional contextual
material.

Indianapolis lawyer John Price,
who filed the 1987 indecency com-
plaint that led to last week’s action,
called the fine ‘‘a positive step.”

Pompadur had praise for depart-
ing Win founders Walter Tiburski
and Anthony Ocepek, who sold
their group to RP-controlled ML
Media Partners L.P. for $45 million
in 1988. Under their direction, Pom-
padur said, “the company rapidly
expanded its radio group to a value
in excess of $100 million.”

“Tony and I are radio entrepre-
neurs, pure and simple,” Tiburski
told R&R. The two are setting off to
build a new radio group and al-
ready have $20 million in equity
funding from institutional invest-
ors Tiburski wouldn’t identify.
“We’re not bottom-fishers,” he
said. “If you fish at the bottom,
that’s what you get, but we’re see-
ing some good [radio station]
prices out there.”

Sosson said he’ll take the reins at
Win sometime in mid-August after
finishing up some projects at CBS.
“After working for a large corpora-
tion, I'm looking for the challenge
of something more entrepreneuri-
al,”’ he said. “We're going to have
some fun and hopefully make a lot
of money for the Merrill Lynch
[ML Media] investors.”

Win operates WICC & WEBE/
Bridgeport-Westport, WQAL/
Cleveland, WXTZ & WMJC/Indi-

Earlier this year, SMIN’s Mokena
announcers voted by a 19-16 mar-
gin in favor of being represented by
the American Federation Of Radio
and Television Artists (AFTRA).
According to AFTRA officials, dis-
cussions over a charter contract
had been under way when they
were informed of SMN’s decision
last week to close the studios.

‘Matter Of Efficiency’

Tyler denied the closure was in
response to the union vote. “That
wasn't a factor. [VP/Program-
ming] Robert Hall had been spen-
ding far too much time on the road
simply because of the separate
studio locations. It was a matter of
efficiency.”

According to SMN officials, 18 of
the announcers have accepted invi-
tations to relocate to Dallas. An
SMN announcer, who asked not to
be identified, said all the DJs who
were retained had either cam-
paigned against the union or were
management employees not in-
volved in the vote.

AFTRA organizer Peter Cleave-
land told R&R, “Most of the an-
nouncers who were offered trans-
fers to Dallas were covered by the
Federal Age Discrimination Act,
which means they were over 40.”

“I don’t know who campaigned
for or who campaigned against the
union,” responded Tyler. ‘Their
position on the union vote was not a
factor, and neither was their age.”
Tyler declined to detail the criteria
for an announcer’s reemployment,
citing “humanitarian reasons.”

AFTRA officials will meet with
the Mokena announcers later this
week to plan strategies. “It’s a free
country and they can move the stu-
dios wherever they want, but we in-
tend to exercise our options, one of
which includes filing an unfair la-
bor complaint with the National
Labor Relations Board. We’ll also
be discussing severance benefits
for the announcers who were not
asked to stay,” said Cleaveland.

Because Texas is a ‘right-to-
work” state, union membership is
not compulsory, and SMN faces lit-
tle possibility of an AFTRA vote
among its Dallas announcers. Dal-
las and Houston are the nation’s
only Top 10 markets where no ra-
dio announcers work under a union
contract.

But if it will stay
that way, if it will be altered, skew-
ed, or slanted, will be dictated in a
very short period of time — four to
five weeks.

Nationwide National PD &
KHMX PD Guy Zapoleon explain-

Madonna, Bruce Hornsby, Euryth-
mics, and Wilson Phiilips. In es-
sence, it’s a mainstream CHR tail-
ored to Houston.

“We’re current-based with a
50-50 mix of currents to gold in
mornings and middays. stretching
to around 70% current by after-
noons and nights. It's sort of a
throwback to what CHR was in
1982, only not as soft. The goal is to
play mainstream rock and dance
with a focus on adults.

“We didn’t stick with the ‘Pop Al-
ternative’ approach, despite some
very vocal acceptance, because we
felt it couldn’t sustain enough sala-
ble demos. Initial response [to the
switch] is positive with few nega-
tives, except from hardcore alter-
native fans.”

ing, and direct marketing cam-
paigr’s'77

Ironically, the format switched
the same day the spring Arbitron
showed KISS rebounding 3.7-5.0.
But KISS VP/GM Rick Joppie said
the ratings improvement was not
nearly enough to save the format.

“There’s no opportunity for rev-
enue growth in this format,” claim-
ed Joppie, who was named KISS
VP/GM in 1989. “We did as well
with a 3.7 as we did with 8.8. All the
money in this market is going to
25-54. We were caught ktetween a
rock and a hard place. Heavy
metal in San Antonio will not sup-
port the kind of investment we
have.”

“We were not losing money
here,”” Joppie quickly added.
“Adams properties do not lose
money. In fact, the kind of money
we were making here would be ex-
tremely satisfactory to 95% of the
radio market. But we have certain
requirements we have to meet.
That, coupled with the fact that we
think we know how to do this Oldies
format as well as anyone in the
business, makes us optimistic we
can expand our revenue base with-
out leaving the market.”

“The whole thing sucks,” re-
marked Adams Corporate Pro-
gramming Consultant (ard KOOL
OM) B.J. Hunter. “We killed a leg-
end. This was an incredibly hard
decision, and we have nothing but
the highest regard for the people
who are no longer here. They went
out as winners. The only bad guy is
the color green. But we're busi-
nessmen first and foremost. We
have made a $13 million invest-
ment and need to be true to our
revenue mission.”
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Making TV Really
Work For Radio

Those of us who have sold radio time have, on occa-
sion, encountered dissatisfied advertisers. The problem is
rarely the medium — radio achieves results. The problem
often centers around the assignment the advertiser gives

to the medium.

This holds true in television ad-
vertising as well. TV results for
your radio station relate to your
definition of results. It’s rare to find
a direct relation like, “I buy TV,
therefore my ratings go up.” Many
elements go into advertising suc-

cess: media, copy, packaging, dis- .

tribution, promotion, and product
are all mgredlents of a marketing
plan.

Here are some examples of how
TV has worked, and failed, for ra-
dio stations:

Strategic Goals

Introducing a radio station and
inviting trial is one type of strate-
gic goal that television can help
you reach.

NewCity’s introduction of KCYY
(Y100)/San Antonio shows a brilli-
ant strategic use of TV. Clear
Channel’s Country KAJA (KJ97)/
San Antonio had been #2 in cume
and AQH for several years; it was
#1 among 25-54s. NewCity bought a
lackluster AC and conducted
listener research. It created a new
Country station, Y100, and
eliminated tuneout factors. Y100
teased the market with a week of
time checks — no music, just an
automated voice and beeps. The
voice announced the hours and
minutes until something new would
be broadcast on the frequency.

NewCity used heavy levels of TV
to introduce the all-new Y100. The
TV use was strategic because it
promoted a new radio station that
had the right on-air elements to
win.

KJ97 reacted by matching Y100's
TV gross ratings points. This was
tactical, because KJ97 was reac-
ting. TV didn’'t achieve KJ97’s

goals: the TV buy didn't stop peo-
ple from sampling the new Y100.
Apparently, KJ97’s on-air product
was vulnerable — Y100 dethroned
it in the first survey period.

Y100 was #1 in San Antonio in its
first book. Market veterans had
called such a rank impossible be-
cause of the market’s ethnic bal-
ance — 52% Mexican-American,
8% African-American — audiences
many consider more likely to listen
to CHR.

Y100 has continued to back its
entry with TV and has been #1 for
the last five survey periods. KJ97
trended down for four books. It's
come back from the fall's fifth-
place ranking to be #3 among 25-54s
this winter. Its 12+ ratings are
about 60% of Y100’s, but Y100 had
one of its best books this winter.

Tactical Goals

TV is an excellent tool for de-
fending yourself from a frontal at-
tack by a new entry into the mar-
ket — a tactical goal.

KJ97 might have attained better
TV results by using the strategy
and tactics of Gannett CHR KKBQ
(93Q)/Houston. In winter 88, Sus-
quehanna’s KRBE (Power 104)/
Houston was the top-rated CHR in
the market. KKBQ was half a point
off KRBE.

For the spring ’88 survey period,
Malrite’s KKHT/Houston spent
$500,000 on TV to promote their sta-
tion. KRBE and KKBQ wisely
avoided an expensive TV defense,
no doubt cleaning up their on-air
products and rewarding current
listeners. KKHT lost ratings
ground, while KRBE and KKBQ
stayed about the same.

In fall '88, Emmis took over
KKHT. Gannett took the initiative
while KKHT was changing own-
ers: KKBQ spent a little over
$300,000 on TV in two months, pro-
moting the longtime morning team
headed by John Lander. This was
strategic use of TV. since KKBQ
was promoting a proven morning
air personality while the likely TV
competitor was in limbo. KKBQ
passed KRBE for the #1 CHR spot
in Houston. KKHT stayed about the
same.

In spring '89 Emmis launched
the newly formatted KNRJ (Ener-
gy 96.5), a Hispanic-leaning Dance
CHR, and spent $320,000 on TV for

the spring survey period. KKBQ
was ready with continued strategic
defense of its audience with TV.
KKBQ supported its lead in both
product and ratings with $260,000 of
TV in six weeks for spring. KRBE
stayed on the sidelines, not using
TV. KKBQ now distanced itself
from KRBE by more than one
point. KNRJ stayed flat, a distant
third in the CHR battle.

KKBQ brilliantly administered
the coup de grace in fall ’89. Going
on the offensive with $250,000 on TV
during the fall, KKBQ reminded all
those who'd tried the competition
where they could go for their favor-
ite — 93Q. Our SHARK-TV
(Sharper Knowledge-TV) analysis
shows KKBQ achieved a #1 32% TV
share of voice (TV SOV) on Hous-
ton TV against all other radio
schedules in October '89. The sta-
tion achieved 14 million impres-
sions on women 18-49, compared to
an anemic 13% TV SOV for KNRJ
for the same month.

KRBE remained on the side-
lines. KNRJ was for sale. For fall,
KKBQ was one-and-a-half points
ahead of KRBE, a flip-flop of their
spring '88 positions. KNRJ was
down more than a share point from
winter ’88 after spending $320,000

on TV and untold thousands of dol-
lars launching a CHR format that
wasn't right for Houston. All told,
the station’s two owners spent over
$800,000 on TV in a year and a half
to promote a CHR format on the
96.5 dial position. TV didn’t work
for either station — but it worked

for KKBQ.

Awareness Goals

TV works especially well for
building and maintaining top-of-
mind awareness.

KKBQ used TV strategically, but
it’s not a consistent user of the me-
dium, as are WEAZ/Philadelphia
and crosstown WKSZ, Light ACs —
like WMJX/Boston, WLTI/Detroit,
KOST/Los Angeles, and WLTT/
Washington — use TV strategically
and regularly, often as a substitute
for on-air contests and giveaways.

By every standard, Philadelphia
is one of the toughest and most
competitive radio markets in the
country. A quick visit there makes
it clear that almost every radio sta-
tion uses almost every medium

heavily. Promotions involve big
bucks. At the time I was research-
ing this article, just a little over one
point separated the top six stations.

In this hot environment, WKSZ
(Kiss 100) depends on TV and an
annual tennis tournament to main-
tain top-of-mind awareness. For
fall '89, WKSZ placed $650,000 on
Philadelphia TV. Our SHARK-TV
analysis calculates this was 19% of
the total radio dollars spent on TV
for fall. This TV investment netted
WKSZ 18% of the 341 million im-
pressions radio made on adults
3564. WKSZ has built itself to a
consistently strong upper-tier posi-
tion in its demo with ongoing use of
TV. The station regularly uses re-
search to keep its on-air product on
target.

Crosstown B/EZ-turned-AC
WEAZ spent $840,000 — 25% of all
Philadelphia radio dollars for TV
— last fall. WEAZ’s TV investment
achieved 67 million adult 3564 im-
pressions and a 20% TV SOV (#1
among all Philadelphia radio sta-
tions).

In its B/EZ-AC transition, WEAZ
has successfully transferred most
of its core audience while adjusting
format. The station took advantage
of its past consistent, competitive,
heavy use of TV to maintain high
awareness levels.

In the high-stakes Philadelphia
radio climate, WEAZ and WKSZ
are consistent #1 and #2 TV
spenders in the radio category. Be-
tween them, they gathered a com-
bined 38% of the faill TV SOV
among radio stations. TV has help-
ed them both maintain top-of-mind
awareness for themselves and for
an otherwise very quiet format.

Media Goals
Establishing TV awareness in a

heavily advertised category is a
characteristic media goal.

AC WSNI (Sunny 104.5)/Phila-
delphia is also in the ring. While
WKSZ and WEAZ duke it out as TV
heavyweights, WSNI has consist-
ently used TV as well. For fall,
WSNI spent $230,000 on TV. SHARK-
TV reckons that was 7% of the
dollars spent, responsible for 5% of
the impressions on 35-64 adults.

With even the most brilliant copy
ever devised, it's unlikely WSNI
will attain top-of-mind awareness
against the 38% TV SOV achieved
by WKSZ plus WEAZ. Even though
WSNI spent a fortune on TV in the
fall, it didn’t work; the station

didn’t consider competitive TV
schedules.

What'’s next for you? Before you
buy TV, set appropriate, measura-
ble goals. Be sure you match your
TV budget to your TV goal in con-
text with the competition. Then,
watch the medium contribute to
ratings growth for your station.

News Editors Downgrade A Top Story

He was America’s top World War II air ace, a hero
who’d shot down 40 enemy planes and earned the Congres-
sional Medal of Honor. One might think his death in a fiery
plane crash would have been the top news story of the day,
but editors almost unanimously put it in second place. Do

you know why?

It was 45 years ago next week
that Major Richard Bong was kill-
ed at the age of 24 after leading a
charmed life in combat. In scores
of missions, he was a winner by a
completely lopsided margin. His 26
decorations didn’t include the Pur-
ple Heart because he was never
wounded.

Finally there came a time in
Maj. Bong’s brilliant wartime
career when higher-ups decided
he’d done his part, and more. He
was relieved of combat duty and
transferred stateside, partly on the
theory that his experience was too
valuable to risk. His new duties in-
volved testing airplanes, including
the experimental P-80 fighter,

powered by a turbojet — the latest
in engines.
Death In Burbank

Near Burbank, CA’s Lockheed
airport, something went terribly
wrong on August 6, 1945. His P-80
Shooting Star crashed in flames
near the intersection of Cahuenga
and Oxnard streets. Bong tried to
eject, but he was too low for the
parachute to work.

And so Uncle Sam’s hottest
WWII combat pilot died at the con-
trols of an unarmed plane in Cali-
fornia, on an assignment that was
considered relatively safe, a mil-
lion times safer than what he’d
already survived.

Certainly any news editor worth
his title would have chosen that as
a lead story, but editorial choices
are seldom simple. In the case of
Bong’s tragic death, the editors
had their reasons.

If the date hasn't clicked yet,
consider it again: August 6, 1945.

Forty-five years ago next week,
on the same day Richard Bong per-
ished, the president solemnly an-
nounced that a new kind of weapon,
an atomic bomb, had been dropped
on Hiroshima.

Harry Truman went on to prom-
ise that unless the Japanese quick-
ly surrendered, they could ‘“‘expect
a rain of ruin from the air the like
of which has never been seen on
this earth.”

And so it was that on the day
America’s top air ace perished, the
lead story was not his. Instead, the
top headline in the New York
Times read, “First Atomic Bomb
Dropped On Japan; Missile Is
Equal To 20,000 Tons Of TNT.”

Japan Hit With Nuclear Weapon

MONDAY, AUGUST 6 — Hiroshima was atomic-bombed at 9:15am on Monday, August 6, 1945. A B-29
Superfortress dropped the ten-foot-long bomb from an altitude of 32,000 feet. It detonated just below 2000 feet and
destroyed a four-square-mile area. An estimated one-third of the city’s 343,000 residents were killed outright;
another third died of burns and radiation in the days that followed.
A baseball strike began in 1985. The Voting Rights Act became law in 1965. The first electric chair execution took

place at Auburn, NY in 1890.

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Roberts: Give Focus
Groups A Break

Too Many ‘Red Flags’ Being Waved, Researcher Says

Has focus group research been getting the short end of
the stick? Dave Roberts thinks so. The Bay Area-based re-
search specialist (and former CBS VP/Programming) re-
cently sent me a detailed defense of the renowned-yet-
much-maligned research technique.

“Although focus groups are
more popular than ever in the
marketing research industry,
much of what’s been written about
them in the radio industry press
the past couple of years is full of
red flags,” says Roberts, who runs
his own marketing research com-
pany. “Everybody seems to dwell
on a whole laundry list of caveats.
In fact, if I was unfamiliar with
focus groups, based on what I've
read I'd probably say, ‘Forget
about them. They sound danger-
ous.” But there’s so much useful in-
formation you can get out of focus
groups, and I'd hate for young pro+
grammers to be scared off by all
these red flags.”

Red Flag #1:
Sample Size Too Small
One of the major criti-
cisms of focus group re-
search is that the sample
i size is too small, render-
ing the information unreliable.
“It’s true that you cannot make
decisions based on one group of ten
people,” Roberts acknowledges.
“That’s why it’s accepted practice
to do a minimum of six groups, and
to recruit up to 14 people for each
group. That means you're talking
about at least 60 people. And if
you've over-recruited — all of us
have to over-recruit today — you
may end up with as many as 65 or
70 people.

“Auditorium music tests are re-
cruited exactly the same way, and
we definitely make key decisions
based on the scores of 90-100 peo-
ple. If you accept the scores you
receive across 90-100 people, you're
not far off if you're talking about
60-70 people. The margins of error
are very close.

“Besides, sample size is not
related to the size of the overall
population. It’s related to the
homogeneity of the specific group.

If I want to know the average shoe
size among men who are five-foot-
eight-inches tall, I don’t need that
big a sample to get a reliable
answer. If I’'m talking to people
who are primary listeners to my
station and maybe one or two
others, I don’t need a huge sample.
The variance is small.”

Red Flag #2: Can’t Make
Strategic Decisions
Another focus group cav-
eat Roberts feels is over-
stated is that you can’t
i make strategic decisions
based on the data.

“We have observed and support-
ed key decisions made on the basis
of solid focus group data,”” Roberts
asserts. “When you're behind the
mirror, you know when there’s an
issue emerging. And if it emerges
across all six groups, I think the
sample size is sufficient to make
some kind of decision. For exam-
ple, if I watch six groups, and in
each group 60% of the people have
a major problem with my morning
show, I'd strongly suspect that
perception is operating among my
core listeners.

“‘[$30] is enough
money to justify

time, gas, and
inconvenience. But it’s
not enough money to
‘buy’ someone.’’

“Of course, any decisions arriv-
ed at through focus groups have to
be backed up by sound logic and an
intuitive feel for the product. If you
go in with an empty slate and let
people tell you what to do with your
station, that’s bad. Your gut has to
come into play. I was a program-
mer before I was a researcher, and
I firmly believe gut comes first.
Research is not the panacea for
finding answers. Research helps to
confirm or deny your gut hypothe-
ses, and focus groups are a tremen-
dous way to educate your gut.”

| Fwe Flags

"The mfebiems people always bnng up
about focus groups have already been ad-
dressed by 99% of the practitioners,”
claims researcher Dave Roberts. The five
most common caveats:

® Sample size
- @ Strategic decisions

- ®*“Opinion leaders’’
@ “Professional respondents”’
® Occupational mix

Red Flag #3: ‘Opinion
Leader’ Can Dominate

One frequently mention-
ed problem with focus
group methodology is
that one particularly
voc1fer0us ‘‘opinion leader’” can
dominate the discussion and skew
the results. Roberts acknowledges
that can happen but says it’s not
really a problem.

“‘A good moderator knows how to
handle that situation,” he explains.
“You graciously subdue that per-
son, bring other people out, and get
at the true answers. That process
takes a little time and patience,
and it can go unnoticed on the other
side of the mirror.

“There’s a dynamic in the focus
room itself that isn’t always ap-
parent behind the mirror. They
really are two completely different
environments, and the effect of an
opinion leader can appear greater
on the client side of the mirror. It
all begins to sound as if that’s the
only person talking. But the moder-
ator has a different perspective. He
sees the nods and grimaces of oth-
er respondents. The more subtle
things tend to get lost on the other
side of the mirror, especially when
you take into account sound system
limitations, viewing angles, and

Red Flag #4: ‘Professional

Respondents’ Skew Sample

With the multitude of
research being done to-
day, finding people who
\ haven’t previously been
surveyed is a growing problem.
Focus group critics say the meth-
odology is questionable because
“professional respondents” skew
the sample.

Roberts agrees that securing
“virgin respondents is increasingly
difficult. There’s an overwhelming
volume of research that’s put great
demands on the respondent pool.
However, if the researcher sets rig-
id standards for past participation
and works closely with a reputable
field service, this is not a
problem.”

The Roberts rules for respon-
dents, which are standard in the
research industry:

* No past participation in any
study related to media

« No group or one-on-one partici-
pation within past year for any
product.

“There’s no way to absolutely
protect yourself against someone
who’s lying,” Roberts admits. “‘But
if you’ve been through the process
time and time again, you can re-
cognize if someone is lying to you.
They're screened in advance, then
screened again the night of the
group. We give them question-
naires that contain specific ques-
tions about various stations, per-
sonalities, and music, and we can
tell immediately if a person looks
shaky at all.

“It all comes down to how people
are recruited. You have to be will-
ing to spend the money to deal only
with top professional third-party
marketing research people. That’s

what gets better respondents in the
door. And the field service people
are trained to watch out for ques-
tionable respondents.”

Red Flag #5: Low Pay =
Blue Collar Respondents
This was a major issue at
the R&R Convention '90
focus group session. All

' of the focus group partici-
pants — who each received $30, the
standard fee — appeared to be blue
collar types, leading some at-
tendees to wonder how representa-
tive the respondents really were of
the total AOR audience. Is it rea-
sonable to expect a professional
person to be lured by the promise
of a mere $307

“First of all, we always ask for a
spread of occupations in our focus
groups,” Roberts responds. “If you
don’t get a good occupational mix,
the groups can skew blue collar,
because they’re the easiest to find
and recruit.

“More importantly, the $30 is not
the lure. We don’t mention the $30

until the end of the screening pro-
cess. By that point they’ve answer-
ed a bunch of questions, including
how old they are and what stations
they listen to. They're already
cooperative. The $30 is offered as
an added incentive for them to
show up. It’s enough money to
justify time, gas, and inconven-
ience, so someone doesn’t feel he’s
giving up his entire evening for
nothing. But it’s not enough money
to ‘buy’ someone.

“Again, it is a little harder to get
the white collar person on the
phone and cooperating, but the fact
that we require an occupational
mix ensures we'll get a represen-
tative sample.”

A Back-To-School Primer

It’s the end of July and the school year is just a few
weeks away. Are you ready to make the necessary adjust-
ments to music and promotions? Here’s a sampling of
ideas from some leading PDs who’ve done their home-
work on back-to-school programming.

Additionally, the station spon-
sors an annual scholarship contest
worth $2000 to the winning student
and $1000 to the winner’s church
group.

WHTZ (Z100)/NY’s 1990 School Spirit Contest featured Motley Crue at
the Ritz, a free concert for Bloomfield High. The school competed with

WYHY (Y107)/Nashville OM
Jack Evans changes musical gears
in summer, then shifts back in fall.
He explained, “When school is out
we open up dayparting and are
more dance-oriented. This sum-
mer Y107 dropped its ‘No Replay
Midday’ policy because we figured
if New Kids On The Block or any of
our biggest hits played at 10:10am,
it was like telling our listeners to go
away for three or four hours. In its
place we instituted ‘Hot Hits To Go’
— a fancy name for instant re-
quests — from 11:30am-1pm.

“When school opens, we’ll tight-
en middays and take out some of
the dance product. We'll also
launch a midday contest for adults
and in-office listeners. For teens
we'll do a ‘Back-To-School Shop-
ping Spree’ qualifying winners
with the ‘Seven-Second Show-
down.’ ” Evans explained the me-
chanics: “We'll take callers to see
how many times they can say the
winning phrase, ‘Y107 means mu-
sic, money, and more,’ in seven
seconds. Callers automatically get
a prize and qualify by a drawing
for the shopping spree.”

Y107 is also ready to launch a
back-to-school promotion in con-
junction with the local newspaper,
the Tennessean. “It’s called the
‘School Spirit Award.” Every day
the newspaper hides a ballot in a
different location in the paper.
Students are urged to locate the
ballot and vote for their schools.
Last year hundreds of thousands of
entries came back. The winning
school won a Michael Morales con-
cert and a $500 contribution to the
school. Runner-up schools got tro-
phies. We're also doing a new con-
test this year, ‘Y107 Pays for A’s.’
Student report cards are eligible
for a daily drawing to win $107 for
every A.”

Year-’Round
School
Dilemma

The traditional school year (late
August or early September
through May or June) is undergo-
ing changes in a number of mar-
kets. Los Angeles and parts of
Denver have adopted a vyear-
round schedule; more markets
are likely to follow suit, and sta-
tions should take heed.

KRXY (Y108)iDenver OM/PD
Mark Bolke explained, “There’s a
good percentage of the students
here on year-round schedules,
based on the population levels in
any given district. [The schedules]
have to be considered in program-
ming. It used to be that for three
months of the year, daytime pro-
gramming was in high gear — and
the other nine months it was in
lower gear. Programming must
now be more consistent. The big-
gest problem is trying to get in-
office listeners without sacrificing
young adult interest.”

WYHY (Y107)/Nashville OM
Jack Evans doesn’t yet face the
problem but noted, “When school
goes back, morning drive traffic in-
creases so we beef up our traffic
reports. if we were faced with
year-round schooi, we'd have to
incorporate such ideas continu-
ously."”

“Year-'round school would have
an impact on our programming,”
stated KOY-FM (Y85)/Phoenix
OM/PD Jay Stevens. “This area
has enough problems with
schools. We were instrumental in
helping to get two major overrides
passed on rulings that would have
enforced severe austerity budgets
on the schools, so we ook like
heroes.”

For WRVQ/Richmond OM/PD
Steve Davis, year-round school is
a looming possibility. “They've

" talked about it. If they adopt it,

there will be different shifts in
listening patterns with a younger
audience available 12 months a
year. it would affect our program-
ming but I'm not sure what we’d do
aboutit.” .

WKC1 (KC101)/New Haven -PD
Stef Rybak doubts he'll ever have
to contend with it. “This is a very

traditional area. .1 don't see .
.year-'round schoot here.” -

The station’s school presence
doesn’t end there. Night DJs Hawk
Harrison and Dr. Marty Shannon
do live remotes from the stands at
football games. ‘‘Afternoon man
Gary Jeff Walker spoke at almost
every pep rally or career day. And
the high school reporters who feed
us the scores on Friday and Satur-
day nights are rewarded with con-
cert tickets or six packs of cas-
settes.”

Mark Bolke

KRXY (Y108)/Denver OM/PD
Mark Bolke's approach mirrors
Evans’s, at least musically. Said
Bolke, “The tempo picks up in

summer and reverts to a slightly
softer sound when school resumes.
Those changes are so subtle
they’re almost imperceptible. Like
most other CHRs, we do some
back-to-school features like a
‘School Spirit’ contest, but we’re
more involved in special school
projects like homecoming dances
and sports. We try to give the
schools as much exposure as we
can without alienating the adults.
The biggest disadvantages of being
a mass appeal CHR are that adver-
tisers want 25+ and 18-24s don’t
want to be associated with teenage-
rs. It’s not hip to listen to the sta-
tion your little sister likes.

“If we do something for teens in
school, we try to make it as accept-
able to adults as possible. A good
example would be last year’s ‘Pep-
si Can Redemption Program,’
through which metro area schools
were able to buy 500 computers.
We've also been active in assembly
programs against drugs and alco-
hol hosted by [night rocker] Mi-
chael Moon.” Moon gives the
scores of the big games each week
on his show, and, Bolke reported,
“[Morning man] Dave Otto does
some rah-rah for the big games on
Fridays. While [you might think]
adults wouldn’t care, lots of par-
ents go to the games.”

PD Jay Stevens believes in a con-
sistent sound year-'round. He
makes few alterations for the start
of school other than minor daypart-
ing moves. Promotions, on the oth-
er hand, are a must — particularly
back-to-school concerts. “We do a
free show with artists doing track
acts and open it up to everyone,”
Stevens said. The station has also
done a “Pepsi School Spirit” con-
test for the last two years.

“Y95 [rewards] the school re-
porter program for supplying us
with the sports scores. We give the
students a chance to be stars on the
radio and it only costs us a few
T-shirts. And Y95 sponsors a team
of the week for football and basket-
ball. We have a great relationship
with one of the TV stations and use
their helicopter to visit six of the
biggest games each week.”

Since Phoenix has great weather
almost every day, many of the
schools allow students to eat lunch
outside. Y9 takes ample advan-
tage: “We stop by with a music
system, do a one-hour mix show,
and give out cassettes, CDs, bump-
er stickers, and T-shirts.”

One idea Stevens explored was
taking out ads in school newspa-
pers and yearbooks. Unfortunate-
ly, it proved too costly, but Stevens
noted, “It’s an idea that might
work in smaller markets. We just
can't do it for all the schools and
picking certain schools isn’t really
fair. But book covers are popular.
Put your logo on the front and a
client’s on the back, and distribute
them at the client’s locations and
the school bookstore.”

According to WKCI (KC101/New
Haven PD Stef Rybak, ‘“The key to
CHR is reflecting society. In sum-
mer when kids are out of school,
there’s less dayparting, but when
they go back to school we get more
conservative since our focus is
1849 adults, leaning female. Our
back-to-school philosophy is that
school isn’t just for kids in gram-
mar, junior, and high school. We
also concentrate on college-age
students, especially since we have
Yale University nearby.

“While we don’t do in-depth foot-
ball reports, we have high school
reporters who talk about major ac-
tivities, including rivalries between
schools. At school speaking pro-
grams, the emphasis is on careers
and antidrug/alcohol topics. School
dances have been effective and this

year we’re doing book covers co-
sponsored by record and clothing
stores. We’re also hosting a major
‘End Of Summer Bash,’ renting out
an entire amusement park with
free rides and admission with re-
cording artists performing. So far
George Lamond is confirmed and
other big names are pending.”

Since KC101 leans adult, the
back-to-school promotional attack
is two-pronged: “For teens, we’re
doing a ‘Win Your Next Vacation
Now’ contest with a trip to Disney
World as the grand prize. For col-
lege students and other adults
we’ve got something more exotic.
They can win a trip to the British
Virgin Islands.”

WRVQ/Richmond OM/PD Steve
Davis favors seasonal music
changes. “We're mass appeal in
most hours. We do daypart to some
extent. Songs we might play at
noon in summer go back to 3pm or
7pm in fall, depending on the
music, but we don’t become two
different radio stations. I've learn-
ed my lesson about that. During
winter people’s moods are more
mellow as thoughts turn to holidays
and family; in summer they want
to crank up the radio more.”

One teen-focused promotion is
designed to combat drunk driving
deaths. Explained Davis, “We've
tied in with Nationwide Insurance
for the ‘Prom Promise.” Students
sign a pledge card not to drink and
drive on prom night. The school
with the largest percentage of
returned votes per capita will win a
free concert by Expose. We're ex-
tremely active in school assembly

programs about the dangers of
drugs and alcohol.”

The station serves as a major
source for Friday night sports
scores, and WRVQ staffers do their
share of career day appearances.
In addition, Davis is Chairman of
the local Explorer Post. “Each
year a group of students interested
in broadcasting comes to the sta-
tion and we meet every other week
and they learn about radio. It’s
really challenging for all of us, and
helps kids get some first-hand
radio knowledge.”

Successful promotions have in-
cluded ““Back-To-School Nights” at
King’s Dominion, Busch Gardens,
and Water Country U.S.A., as well
as book covers. “In the past, Co-
lumbia Records copromoted with
us, putting our logo and pictures of
New Kids On The Block and Mar-
tika on the covers. They went over
big.”

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KKBT: Birth Of An
Urban Powerhouse

For years, broadcasters have said that an Urban sta-
tion with a good signal would achieve swift ratings suc-
cess. Now Evergreen’s KKBT (FM92 — The Beat)/Los
Angeles is well on its way to doing just that.

Evergreen purchased the sta-
tion, then Classical KFAC, in May
'89. KFAC changed format Sep-
tember 21 to Rock/Urban hybrid
KKBT — “Rock With A Beat.”
KKBT OM Liz Kiley and PD Mike
Stradford talked about the station’s
genesis and early months.

Why did the company wait so
long to switch to straight UC?

Kiley, who'd been Asst. PD/MD
at crosstown AC KOST for about
eight years before joining KFAC as
a programmer in summer ’'89, ex-
plained, “It was very clear at the
time of the changes that there was
a big hole for Urban. Our decision
had to do with the market structure
at the time. Stations were leaning
in other directions. [Crosstown
CHR] KIIS-FM was very Urban
and we didn’t know which way it
was going to go. When [KIIS VP/
Station Manager] Gerry DeFran-
cesco returned, KIIS became more
mainstream CHR.”

Mike Stradford has programmed
KMJM/St. Louis and KMJQ (Mag-
ic 102)/Houston. Long before
KKBT was a gleam in Evergreen’s
corporate eye, he’d “been coming
to Los Angeles for several years
and had always thought it would be
great if an Urban station had a sig-
nal like KPWR (Power 106) or
KIIS-FM — able to cover the entire
market and then some. I thought
about that without even consider-
ing a job in Los Angeles . . . just as
a general idea.”

Starting Over

Referring to the start-up situa-
tion, Stradford said, “It’s never
dull. The best thing about organiz-
ing a new situation is that every-
one’s full of optimism. The main
challenge is to harness all that en-
thusiasm and optimism and make
it come across on the radio the way
you want it to be.

“This is like breaking new
ground. Our format is reaching so
many different parts of Southern
California where it’s never reached
before — apart from the nine or ten
UC records that get CHR airplay.
We’re reaching Orange County, up
to Santa Barbara and sometimes
into San Diego.” Kiley added,
“Don’t forget San Bernardino and
Riverside.”

Stradford continued, “In addi-
tion to hearing Paula Abdul and
Bobby Brown, those areas are now
also hearing Maze and Stephanie
Mills. To be able to present this for-
mat in a clear and concise manner
is very exciting. Every day is just
an upper.”’

No Houses, No Porsches

FM92 skipped one of the steps
many newly reformatted stations

take. Stradford explained, “We
didn’t do the big promotional cam-
paign. We have some bus sides and
billboards, but the main thing is
that when people listen to us they
like the station. I think it’s good
that we get people to listen and
learn about who we are and what
we do, and then decide if they want
to stay because they like what they
hear,

“I don’t think it would be good to
have them stay with us because we
gave away a house or a Porsche
every day.” Asked if any big pro-
motions are in the works, Kiley re-
plied guardedly, “One never
knows.”

Staff Inspection

Kiley recounted the process of
staffing the new station. ‘‘When we
first flipped to full Urban, we didn’t
have jocks on the air at all. We had
an idea of some people we wanted,
but until I knew who the PD would
be, we didn’t pick a staff. I got
together with some great people
for input on who would be a good
PD for us. Some of the people who
were already here remained, but
we segued music for approximate-
ly six weeks.”

KKBT lured air talents from all
over the UC universe. Cliff Win-
ston came from crosstown UC
KJLH and teamed with Shirley
Clark from WGCI-FM/Chicago for
the 6-10am shift. Diana Steele, who
was already with FM92 when it
flipped, is now on-air in middays,
and John Monds, former MD of
WUSL (Power 99)/Philadelphia,
covers the 2-6pm shift. In a hiring
coup, KKBT secured Mucho Mora-
les, who’s been KPWR's top-rated
afternoon driver for most of the
last four years. Frankie Ross,
formerly of KJLH, does the 10pm-
2am shift, and Ferrari, who was
also on staff when the station went
Urban, handles overnights.

Kiley filled out the roster with
“Mannie Pecheco from [ crosstown
Oldies] KRLA, Skywalker from
KIIS-FM (who’s also our Produc-
tion Director), Tim Greene, and
George Edwards. The great thing
about our airstaff is that
everyone’s from a different back-
ground. Their personalities are
vastly different, but they come to-
gether as a team like I've never

seen before. They’re a great group
of people.”

Kiley and Stradford explained
how they work together as OM and
PD. He likened their roles to that of
“a mother and father. There are
different responsibilities with the
children in the home and paying
the bills. There are times when dad
may have to do some of mom’s
chores and vice-versa.”

Kiley focused on their coopera-
tion: “It’s been wonderful to get to
know somebody so fast and work
together. There are times when
something has to be done and Mike
doesn’t have to say it but I know
what to do — or I don't have to say
it, but he knows what to do. It's
really beautiful when you have that
type of relationship.”

Audience Makeup

Who is KKBT currently reach-
ing? According to Stradford:
“Anyone in the 18-34 demo who
likes this kind of music. We're
working to superserve the black
audience, but we're also targeting
anybody who likes this kind of
music. With the black population at
just 111/2% in L.A., there's no way
we can limit ourselves. If we do
really well and people like the
groove, they’ll tune in and check us
out.

“Our music is crossing all
demos; we aren’t really a teen
radio station, but teens are coming.

As expected, KKBT/Los Angel-
es has been strong out of the box,
thanks in part to its strong signal.
How do L.A.’s other UC PDs view
this hulking newcomer?

KJLH OM Marco Spaon said,
“The history of L.A. shows a station
with the [strongest] signal playing
biack music is going to be strong.
Just look at the success of Power
106 [KPWR] — it started out doing
an Urban format. At different points
in time, it and KIISFM have played
40-60% black music and leaned
Urban. That proves there's a void in
the marketpiace for that kind of
radio with a good signal.

“KKBT is going to do extremely
well because of the money they're
spending and other things. But they
can't afford to stay in this format —
they need to make more money so
they can recoup the dollars they
spent to buy that facility. They're

going to have to broaden their ap-
peal s0 they can get the higher spot
rates they're looking for. | don’t see
them staying a strong Black station
long, because if they want to keep
up with Power 108 and KiiS, they'li
have to get after it soon.

“They made a statement when
they moved Frankie Ross to 10pm-
2am from €-10pm and replaced
him with Mucho Morales. This told
us what direction they're looking to
go in the tuwre. They have Cliff
Winston and Frankie doing the
street thing, but they cannot and
have not committed themselves to
being as black as we can in the
community.”

Signal = Results

KACE PD Steve Woods said,
“They have a super signal and you
see the results, That's all | have to
say about the matter.”

Comments From The Competition

Rival UC PDs’ Views On FM92 — The Beat

KDAY President/GM Ed Kirby
was maore expansive. “This station
has given Los Angeles the oppor-
tunity to hear a tremendous influx of
R&B music, which no doubt will
help the industry as a whole. | think
it will also help all the other stations
in the format. Remember, until now
people hadn't been able to hear the
music in this format throughout the
whole city and surrounding sub-
urbs.

“When it comes to ratings, it's
obviously going to hurt a number of
stations. The Urban stations are go-
ing to have to program better.
it's going to change people’'s
views on how to successfully pro-
gram a KiIS-FM and a Power 106.
Early ratings retums are aready
showing us that. But competition
makes us all better: it makes you do
your job better and find your niche. It
also makes you superserve your
core audience so you don't lose it.”

We’ve got a lot of 18-34s and 1849s,
and we want to continue to build
that demo. We have blacks, His-
panics, whites, and a lot of Asians.
I think the music and presentation
are such that if you like this type of
music, you can get into the station
and not feel alienated.”

Kiley noted, ‘““The interesting
thing about Los Angeles is that it’s
so ethnically diverse; to truly serve
the market, you have to serve ev-
erybody. That's a really difficult
thing to do. If your music is right
and you're out on the streets, that’s
the most important thing. This will
help bring you to the next level of
success.”

The big question people ask of re-
cent Urban converts is whether the
company will stick with the format
and superserve the black commun-
ity. Kiley answered, ‘“Yes,”” while
Stradford added, “But not to the
exclusion of everyone else.”

Strong Numbers

According to the spring ’90
ratings, KKBT has been well-re-
ceived. In Birch the station was #22
in fall '89 with a 1.2 share 12+. By
spring 90 it had risen 0.8-3.9 to tie
for seventh place 12+. Among
18-34s, the station’s fall-winter-
spring progress was 1.0-1.1-6.0, ris-
ing from #20 to #7 in just one book.
Among 25-54s, the station moved
1.5-1.0-3.7, moving from #21 to #7.

The spring Arbitron showed
FM92 surging 0.4-1.3-3.1 12+ to tie
for tenth place 12+4. Arbitron also
showed the station ranked #7
among 18-34s and #15 among 25-54s.

Competition

Stradford said, ‘“We’re not out to
destroy the other Urbans in the
market because of the strength of
our signal. People are saying we're
going to assassinate these stations
and so on. If anything, especially
with the way the format is frag-
menting, I think it’s possible to see
some changes at other stations that
won't necessarily be bad. It’s not so
much that we're so much better,
but when a new competitor comes
into a mark® if you're smart you
take a harder look at what you're
doing. I think we can all coexist —
some better than others.

“When we start making really
significant inroads, I can foresee
other stations making adjustments
in order to hold us off, which could
result in their not being true to
what they are. We'll always be true
to our audience and what we are.
As long as we keep the station real
clean and crisp, doing promotions,
staying real exciting, and playing
the right music, we’ll be all right.”
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SPRING RATINGS HIGHLIGHTS

KFRG Leaps To The Top

One of spring’s biggest splashes in the Arbitron pond
was made by KFRG/Riverside-San Bernardino, which
jumped to #1 25-54 (five shares ahead of second-place
KLOS/Los Angeles) and number two 12+ (2.9-8.0) in only
its second book as a country outlet.

That’s quite a feat in this very
tough market, where Arbitron lists
16 stations above and 29 below the
line. Of these, five are Country.
The three above the line are (Arbi-
tron winter-spring 124+ numbers in
parentheses): KWDJ (1.5-1.5),
KCKC (2.5-1.4), and KNTF (1.1-
6.7). Below the line are L.A. Coun-
try outlets KLAC (1.240.8) and
KZLA (1.0-1.4).

KFRG changed to Country last
Christmas Day, debuting with a 2.9
(12+4) winter Arbitron to place
tenth 25-54. This time out it vaulted
almost nine adult shares for the top
spot. Another bright spot for PD/
morning man Charlie Harrigan
and the crew of this Keymarket
station was an 18-34 showing good
enough for fourth place. In daypart
races, KFRG is #1 middays and af-
ternoons and #2 in mornings, be-
hind only KLOS’s Mark & Brian.
Harrigan added that the TSL ex-
ceeded 16 hours.

Music Basics
Harrigan said music is the sta-
tion’s focus, a point driven home by
a line that is both the station's
philosophy and prime slogan:
“KFRG 95.1 — The Best And Most
Country.”

KFRG plays ten in a row every
hour except from 5-9am. There are
no more than 12 commercial units
an hour with four spot breaks an
hour in morning drive and three an
hour the rest of the day. It plays
40% current music with a current
list of 25 titles. Heavy rotation is
four-and-a-half hours, medium
seven, and light nine.

Harrigan characterized his mu-
sic policy as conservative, com-
pared with the other Country sta-
tions in this market. “We don’t
play as much music as others do
because we don’t want to play mu-
sic you’'ll never hear of again. We
only want to play the best currents
possible, so we're very selective
about what we put on the air. We’re
early on superstars, later on new
acts. We test a lot of music.”

At a time when creating an up-
tempo sound seems to be foremost
in many programmer’s minds,
Harrigan said, ‘“We do have more
energy than the other stations
here, although we don’t go out of
our way to make it uptempo. We
strive to keep the tempo varied.
which gives us that forward-mov-
ing feel. Adding to the up feeling

are lively jocks who generate an
enthusiastic on-air sound.”

Harrigan described the jocks’
approach as “friendly, easygoing,
and as relatable to the community
as we can be while still keeping the
music flowing. We do personality
but don’t spend a lot of time gab-
bing.” The first line out of the
jocks’ mouths every time they
open the mike is “K-Frog, 95.1 —
The Best And Most Country.”

The lineup is Harrigan in the
mornings under the moniker
“Charlie & Friends.” The regulars
include “Commander Kermit”
with “‘Sky Frog Traffic”” and news
with Richard Lee. Cathi “The Tad-
pole” Parrish handles middays,
MD Hopalong Cassidy III (former
KIKF-FM/Anaheim PD/MD Don
Jeffrey) works afternoons, Shan-
non McRae is in evenings, and

WIL/St. Louis and WGAR-AM & FM/Cleveland
posted big gains in the spring sweeps. In each case the in-
creases followed some major changes.

Arbitron showed WIL-FM up
5.8-6.4 12+ and in third place 25-54,
its best showing in both categories
since FM competitor WKKX hit
the air five years ago. It also
boasted the town’s #1 FM morning
show — Debbie & David — for the
second time in the last four books.

PD Ray Massie said the station
instituted a number of changes
prior to the book. Among them:

¢ It limited the number of bal-
lads in heavy and medium rota-
tions to two each. (Each category
contains eight titles.)

* Slow songs were limited to four
per hour,

* The number of cold segues
(two-record sweeps) was dropped
from eight to three. Massie said
this takes the talent out of “liner
world”’ and makes formatic execu-
tion better by making jocks more
focused — “They feel more a part
of what's going on.”

e Currents were rotated more
frequently. Heavies went from
every four-and-a-half to every
three hours and mediums from
seven to four-and-a-half. Lights
stayed at nine hours.

* A “Recurrent A” category with
a seven-hour rotation was created.

e The airstaff increased its
energy levels.

* The station began airing a lot of
drops and phoners from listeners.
“The telephone sound cuts through
the clutter,” said Massie. “Liners
stand out more [this way] and
listeners hear them differently. It's
one thing for the jock tosay it — it’s
another from a listener.”

The current/oldie ratio remain-
ed at 35/65.

Massie said WIL-FM gave away
$40,000 in cash during the book
while running a heavy TV schedule
of 500 points for six weeks.

WIL-FM is consulted by Shane
Media and owned by Heritage
Media Corporation.

WGAR-AM & FM

The spring ’90 Arbitron was the
second-best 12+ book ever for
WGAR-AM & FM, which moved
6.2-79. The best was an 8.9 in
spring '87, a book that PD Denny
Nugent felt was ‘“bought” and
yielded no lasting effects. This time
out the money was spent to strate-
gically reposition the station more
into line with the core’s expecta-
tions to build lasting audience
levels.

Part of the plan was to be more
Country. “We got rid of most of the
crossover music and added tradi-
tional songs that tested well,” said

Promotion Points

KFRG’s major on-air promotion
was a direct mail bumper sticker
campaign with $20,000 in cash
awarded during the spring sweep.
It ran a light billboard campaign
featuring the logo and frog face,
calls, frequency, and the “Best and
Most Country’’ slogan.

The station ran no TV at all,
something not at all unusual for In-
land Empire radio stations. There
are no TV outlets licensed to River-
side-San Bernardino or nearby On-
tario. So any TV purchases must be
on L.A. stations — “And that’s just

Nugent. “Not that you don’t need
some crossover, but we had a
heavy proliferation of that and
were playing no Merle Haggard,
George Jones, or Conway Twitty.
The prevailing theory here at the
time was that WGAR had to work
harder to appeal to the fringe lis-
teners since the Country listeners
had to come here because they had
nowhere else to go.”

WGAR did extensive research to
find where it stood with the Coun-
try core. “We found people liked
the traditional music more than we
ever thought and that there was a
significant dislike for crossover
music,” said Nugent.

A “moderate” TV schedule fea-
tured Film House’s ‘Discover
Country Music”’ spots. “We felt we
strategically matched our product
to the Country audience and
wanted to use TV to sell our new
message to those who may not
have listened in a while and to the
fringe who may not know what to-
day’s Country sounds like,” ex-

KFRG’s mascot, ‘“Jeremiah B.
Frogg,” also keeps a high profile at
remotes and bumper sticker hand-
out locations. On the subject of the
frog, Harrigan said the station
plays off the mascot quite a bit with
frog puns — like saluting individual
listeners and wishing them a “‘hop-
py day.” ‘“But we don’t go over-
board,” he said. ‘“The thrust is the
music and we just use the frog for
fun to make good things ‘hoppen’
for us.”

plained Nugent. No other outside
media were used to promote the
station.

Contesting was minor, according
to Nugent. The station gave away
$15,000 in conjunction with a
bumper sticker campaign. ‘“That
just served as an incentive to get
the stickers on cars,” said Nugent.
He added that the station kept a
high profile with concert ticket
giveaways.

“But all of that was secondary to
targeting our product to the au-
dience that would give us the most
listening and reinforcing our call
letters with TV,” said Nugent.

More Music

Nugent said the bulk of the music
on WGAR is new traditional and
MOR Country — Crystal Gayle,
Kenny Rogers, and Ronnie Milsap.
It’s changed from being gold-
leaning to slightly more than 50%
current. “We’ve increased the
number of slots for both newer
songs and recurrents,” Nugent ex-
plained.

He has 28 songs in regular cur-
rent rotation and a group of about
seven extras that play mostly at
night and on weekends. His oldies
library runs about 400 titles.

Goodbye, AM

Nationwide just sold WGAR
(AM), a move Nugent doesn’t ex-
pect to hurt the overall numbers.
“Once satellite Country WKNR
moves to its format of choice,
WGAR-FM will be the only Coun-
try outlet here, and we expect peo-
ple to come over. We spent the last
few months getting them ready by
giving away FM converters.”

WGAR (AM)’s numbers were in
the 0.1-0.4 range the last few years
and predominantly 55+.
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Capitol, Columbia To Release
Rerecorded Hits Packages

Two Nashville labels are preparing to release rere-
corded greatest hits packages.

Capitol/Nashville will release
Tanya Tucker’s “Greatest Hits En-
core” and Eddie Rabbitt’s “Ten
Years Of Greatest Hits” in August.
Both packages are rerecordings of
hits that were initially released on
other labels. Tucker’s package will
include “Delta Dawn,” ‘“James-
town Ferry,” and “Pecos Prome-
nade,” among others. Rabbitt’s LP
will contain “I Love A Rainy
Night,” “Drivin’ My Life Away,”
and “Suspicions,” as well as his
current single, ‘“Lonely Out
Tonite.”

Capitol VP/Marketing Joe
Mansfield explained, ‘“In both
cases [ Rabbitt and Tucker], 90% of
what these artists do onstage is old
catalog stuff. That’s what the fans
want to hear. And most of it isn’t
available from the original labels.”
He added, “Rabbitt’s current sin-
gle is available on both the hits
package and the ‘Jersey Boy' LP
because we believe the ‘greatest
hits’ buyer is a different
consumer.”

Columbia/Nashville plans to re-
lease Vern Gosdin’s “Ten Years of
Greatest Hits — Newly Recorded”
on August 14. Gosdin and producer
Bob Montgomery recut nine songs
that had originally been on Com-
pleat, AMI, and Elektra albums —
including Gosdin’s first #1, “I Can
Tell By Way You Dance.” The LP
also includes two Gosdin-penned
tunes, “This Ain’t My First Rodeo”
and “Is It Raining At Your House.”
The former was released as a sin-
gle this week, and the latter ap-
peared on his “Chiseled In Stone”
project, but was never released.

¢ Baillie & The Boys’ new single,

“Fool Such As 1,” written by Bill

Trader, has also been recorded by
Hank Snow, Elvis Presley, and
Rodney Crowell. Snow’s version
reached No. 3 on the Country
charts in '52, and Elvis’s pop ver-
son went to No. 2 in '59.

* New Epic/Nashville artist Joe
Diffie co-wrote Holly Dunn’s Top
5 hit, “There Goes My Heart
Again,” with Wayne Perry and
Lonnie Wilson. Diffie’s debut
single, “Home,” shipped last week,
and his album, “A Thousand Wind-
ing Roads,” is due later this sum-
mer.

e Merle Haggard’s new Curb
album, “Blue Jungle,” includes
“Me And Crippled Soldiers,” writ-
ten by Haggard about the recent
flag-burning controversy. Haggard
first performed the song as a poem
and then, because of the response,
recorded it. The song is the B side
of his current single, “When It
Rains It Pours,” having previously
come out on an Epic promo single.

e Emmylou Harris’s ‘Duets”
Reprise LP is in stores this week.
The project includes duets with
Willie Nelson, Roy Orbison, Neil
Young, Gram Parsons, and the
Desert Rose Band.

ADULT CONTEMPORARY

PDs Explain Why They
Accept New Challenges

The arrival of spring ratings report cards is often the
precursor to challenging career offers for many PDs.
Strong books naturally make some programmers hot

commodities.

As a companion piece to last
week’s column about what GMs
look for when hiring PDs, I offer
the following input from three PDs
who have accepted programming
opportunities within the past year.
They share useful insights for PDs
who may, in the coming weeks,
find themselves in similar cir-
cumstances.

Don’t Conceal Enthusiasm

“When this job opportunity open-
ed, I was tickled to death,” report-
ed KUDL & WHB/Kansas City PD
Steve LaBeau, who exited the
KESZ/Phoenix PD slot three mon-
ths ago. “I didn’t want to be coy
about applying for the job. Why
make any bones about it? This was
the job I wanted, and I didn’t care
if they saw my excitement. I
thought I could use my enthusiasm
to my advantage.”

Both the city and job were equal-
ly attractive to LaBeau. ‘“This
situation (programming two sta-

tions) seems to best utilize my
abilities,” he said. ‘“You have to set
longterm career objectives. Ten

years from now, I'd like to be a
group VP/Programming. When 1
examined my career growth, I ask-
ed myself how I was going to get
where 1 wanted to go. I knew that
in order to program ten stations, 1
needed to do two [a combo]. That
didn’t have to be my next move,
but the fact that [this is a combo]
made this job even more appeal-
ing"’

LaBeau applies a checklist to job
opportunities that come his way:
“The station/company should be
one that a person wants to work
for, and the city should match the
person’s lifestyle. Station expecta-
tions should be ones that are rea-
sonably attained. It’s also impor-
tant to know what kind of support
staff, marketing help, and re-
search is available. You don’t have

to have money to throw at prob-
lems, but you need resources to
compete.”’

PDs preparing resumes should
take into account how GMs will
look at them. “[GMs] only spend a
little time with a resume,” LaBeau
pointed out. “For an attractive
position, a GM goes through many
applications. Only outstanding
resumes of qualified applicants
will be remembered.”

CHR Programmer Finds

Be GM’s Buddy

Ideally, the GM/PD relationship
should be friendly, both at work
and away from the office. “My GM
and I spend lots of time on the
phone at night talking through
problems, kicking around ideas,
and role-playing,” noted LaBeau.
“In many ways, we’ve become
best buddies.”

Some PDs feel compelled to im-
mediately put their own distinctive
mark on their new station. LaBeau
advised caution. “PDs should know
if internal systems are correctly in
place to guarantee that the station
will match its demographic and
psychographic appeal. I changed
our musical clocks so I know what
they are, but didn’t change the sta-
tion’s direction or appeal.

“GMs are looking for PDs who
understand the big picture, are
strategically-minded, and aware of
the format’s music. PDs must be
good managers and capable of
leading stations in the right direc-
tion. They also have to work with
talent, interpret ratings books, and
use music research as a tool to pick
music. AC programmers are a dif-
ferent breed from what they were
ten years ago. Stations can no
longer hire senior announcers or
someone who’s pretty good with
music to be PD.”

Four months ago, KEZR /San Jose offered its vacant
PD position to longtime CHR programmer Jan Jeffries
(WBSB/Baltimore, WQXI/Atlanta WYTZ/Chlcago)

Jeffries’ move to AC wasn’t un-
natural. “In the last few years,
CHR has gone through a drastic
evolution,” he explained. “There
aren’t many CHRs winning big. A
lot of the hits we played a few years
ago are now oldies on Hot ACs.
Many successful CHRs have a UC
slant. CHR has become more nar-
row in terms of music, promotions,
and its ability to develop personali-
ties outside AM drive. I looked for
an uptempo AC that played new
songs and big hits from the past
decade.

“AC — especially Hot AC —
seems to be handling music and
personalities a lot like we did in
CHR five to seven years ago. It's
been an adjustment for me, but it’s
an adjustment to something I real-
ly love. I'm more at home than if I
were programming the 20 hottest
hits of the week.”

Research The Station
When people go on job inter-
views, they sometimes forget

they’re in a position to interview
their potential employer. “I did
more research on KEZR than I've
ever done before,” Jeffries admit-
ted. “Get on the phone and find
people who’ve worked for the sta-
tion. That’s how you’re going to
find the truth. It’s important to
know who you’re marrying. I want-

Establish Priorities

Despite spending 22 years in
the market, Jessop would have
entertained offers to leave town to
program. “| would've settled for a
smaller market if it meant winning
and growing as a broadcaster.”
Jessop's last programming assign-
ment was at the market's KISN
(1982-84). "l wanted to be a PD
again. Since most good PD jobs
are already taken, you have to look
for one with potential. There's no
doubt that my knowledge of the
market was the difference in get-
ting this job.”

If he'd opted to make an out-of-
market move, Jessop would have
been faced with a difficult family
situation. “My kids were opposed
to leaving. My oldest would have
probably stayed here. Once a
kid's in high school, there's a real
problem with moving him. I've
seen that happen with many radio
parents.”

Tour Of Duty

Stressing the importance of
familiarity with your market,
Jessop advised, “If you don't
know the market, it's important to
learn it in a hurry. | suggest a PD
spend as much time getting to
know the community as he does
learning about the station. You
have to understand how a market
has evolved, the people, and their
mindset. For example, this market
is about 50% Mormon, and of that
50%, about 25-40% are actively
involved in their religion.”

Importance Of
Programming Roots

Last year, the urge to return to programming after a
five-year layoff hit KSL/Salt Lake City air personality Dan
Jessop. When an opportunity popped up at crosstown
KMGR, he jumped at the chance.

Jessop recalled what crosstown
Country KKAT did to better ac-
quaint its new staff with the
market. “KKAT took everyone on
a five-day tour of Salt Lake. They
packed these guys in a bus and
went everywhere A PD and an-
nouncers may have seen Temple I
Square, but until they've actually
walked through it. | don't think they |
have a feel for it.’

Local knowledge is good, butso |
is freshness. “Some new GMs |
coming to town bring a fresh per- ‘
spective to Salt Lake,” Jessup
noted. “This is an insular market.
We don't get to hear West Coast
stations, or the gieat signals from
Chicago and the East. We some-
times get stuck m ruts. Stations
here do basically the same things,
and some take the easy way out.
Their philosophy s it's okay to win
without trying. As soon as they
have to try, they pull in their horns.
These new guys make the stations
sound fresher.”

ed a station committed to winning
and a company which values its
people. That’s a tough combination
to find.”

Along with musical changes in
the past several years, Jeffries has
witnessed the expansion of PDs’

duties. ‘“We’ve grown from a group
that could pick the right records
and draw snazzy hot clocks to peo-
ple who put together strategy,
marketing, and advertising plans.”’

If It Isn’t Broken . . .
Upon his arrival, Jeffries opted
to avoid giving the station a major
overhaul, and instead made only
minor modifications. “This station

has carved out its own niche, but
we wanted it to be just a little more
focused. KEZR hasn’t been in trou-
ble. Musically, promotionally, and
stylistically, we're trying to reach
a 2534 core. We expect to shed
some top-end audience, but we
hope to add somme 25-34s.

“Pride of authorship has cost lots
of stations a great deal of audience.
That’s especially true when a PD
comes into a station that isn’t
broken; maybe it just needs a tune-
up. You shouldn't turn over the ap-
plecart and start from ground zero.
Find out where the station has been
coming from"™®nd determine where
it needs to go.”

Jeffries recommended that AC
borrow some components which
have led to success in CHR. “CHR
production skills, promotional
edge, and aggressiveness are
necessary today in AC. I don’t
think it’s a more comfortable for-
mat, but it’s the next step for any
veteran CHR PD who wants to con-
tinue to grow. AC isn’t what it was
five years ago; it has many possi-
bilities. I believe AC is the format
of the '90s.”
