BACKGROUND

® Source tests and default emission factors are key technical data for:
= Processing permits
= Demonstration of compliance
= Emissions quantification, including air toxics
® Source test protocols and reports are submitted depending on their intended use:
® Permit to operate
= Compliance demonstration
= Certification for small equipment

= Ajr toxic emissions under AB 2588




RECENT TRENDS

= |n recent years, source test requirements have increased:
m Requirements for compliance demonstrations
m Periodic testing requirements through permit conditions

= New technology and reformulations require broader testing for toxic
emissions

SOURCE TESTS FOR EMISSION FEES

= Default emissions factors are used in the absence of source test results, and
concern exists that they:

® Tend to be conservative in nature
® May not be directly applicable

® During the recent budget process, stakeholders commented on the need for
updated default toxic emission factors, including streamlined staff review and
approval of source tests used for emissions reporting
