LANDLORDS AND TENANTS,

If there has not been a written agreement specifying the time when a tenant is te give up posses-
sion, or when he is to give notice to quit, a yearly tenant must give notice to quit his premises half a
year before the time of the expiration of the current year of his tenancy ; thus, supgosmg' he entered
the house at Christmas, he must leave at Christmas, giving his notice on or defore the previous Mid-
summer-day. If rent commences from Lady-day, notice must be given from Michaelmas in every case,
so that the notice may terminate at the half year corresponding with that for which the house was
taken, If, by agreement, a %ua.rwr's notice is to be sufficient, such notice must also expire with the
tenancy, if that is yearly. Want of attention to this rule is often a source of trouble or expense.

These include letters passing between places in the United Kingdom, including the Orkn
Shetland, Scilly, and Chkannel Ijn.nds, and the Isle of Man. The rsgto of poatagdemif :egulatede!;yy'
weight, irrespective of distance,and, if paid in advance, is as follows:—

Except in re-directed letters, the postage, if not paid in advance, is double the foregoing ; and if
the payment in advance be insufficient, double the deficiency must be charged. No letters can be
received which there is reason to believo contain anything explosive or combustible, or glass, liquids,
gunpowder, sharp instruments, &c.

MONEY ORDERS.

Requisition forms for money orders are sold by postmasters at the rate of ten forms for 1d., or five
orfewerfor }d. Every money order must contain in full the surname and one Christian name, both of the
person who sends the order and the person to whom the money is to be paid, together with the
remitter'’s address When application is made for a money order payable in London, or in any town
where there is more than one money order office, the remitter should say at which office he wishes it to
be paid, otherwise the order can be paid at the chief office alone. Money orders do not require a
receipt stamp. No money order business is transacted on the Sunday, Christmas-day, or Good Friday ;
?or the convenience of the lahouring classes, the office is kept open on Saturday night till eight

but
o’cl;:ck, or as near that hour as the despatch of the mail will allow—except when the surveyor of the

district considers such an arrangement unnecessary.

NEWSPAPERS.

StamPED.—Must be folded so that the whole stamp may be exposed to view: they must be posted
within fifteen days of the date of publication, either without cover or in a cover with the. ends open,
and must contain no enclosure, mark, or writing. Irregularity in any one of these respects will cause
the newspaper to be detained for a short time, and dealt with according to the regulations for the book
post, except when the only deficiency is a neglect properly to expose the stamp in folding, in which

-case a penny will be charged at the place of delivery. A stamped paper addressed to any person
within the free delivery of the place where it is posted is liable to the additional postage of a penny,
which must be prepaid by an affixed stamp, for otherwise it will be reckoned as a letter.

Unstamped newspapers, or stamped papers, which have been issued more than fifteen days, can be
forwarded within the United Kingdom, and to most of the colonies, under the regulations of the book
post, that is, unless the weight exceeds four ounces, they will be conveyed free if a penny postage
stamp be affixed. Newspapers sent abroad, whether stamped or not, must have a penny postage stamp

affixed to them. Should they be required to pass through a foreign country, the additional postage

must be paid. .

A book packet may contain any number of separate books or other publibations,

prints, or maps, and any &mtlty of paper, parchment, or vellum, but no no letters, whether sealsd or

open ; and the books or other publications, prints, maps, &c., may be either printed, written, or plain, or

any mixture of the three. The regular binding or cover of a8 book will be allowed, as also rollers for

prints or maps. No book packet can be received if it exceeds two feet in length, width, or depth.
