SUMMARY: The Yale Tocqueville Manuscripts collection contains papers of both Alexis 
de Tocqueville and Gustave de Beaumont, intermixed. The papers include 
correspondence, personal papers, and autograph manuscripts by Tocqueville 
(including the autograph manuscript of De La Democratie en Amerique), 
Beaumont, and their families and associates, as well as autograph copies of 
Tocqueville and Beaumont documents by contemporary and later copyists, 
and photoduplicated copies of originals held elsewhere in other public and 
private collections.

Processing Information
The collection is comprised of material formerly classed as: MS Vault Tocqueville. It received preliminary 
processing and rehousing at several points between 1959 and 1996 during the enlargements and 
revisions of the original list by George W. Pierson (see below). Further rehousing was carried out in 2014, 
and box numbers were added to the 1996 version of this finding aid.

The list of Yale Tocqueville Manuscripts (aka Catalogue Y) was originally constructed by George 
W. Pierson in 1938. Subsequently, it was enlarged and revised in 1959, enlarged again and retyped in 
1964-66, with corrections and insertions added in 1970 and 1974. In 1995-96, the list was scanned using 
OCR software and edited and formatted for online display. At that time, some editorial comments, 
superceded bibliographies of related publications of possible interest, and recommendations for 
further studies, since completed, were deleted. To consult a copy of the original paper version of this

As a result of the frequent revisions and additions, by several individuals, inconsistencies in the format 
of entries and abbreviations will be found. In many instances, provenance of items is noted, as is the 
identity of copyists. The "present" location (or disappearance, known or assumed) of many originals is 
noted in the typed copy of White's original catalogue: 1W and 3W (see E.IV.e). For further information 
on provenance and copyists, see "Table of Abbreviations Used in this Catalogue."

Biographical/Historical Sketch
Alexis de Tocqueville (1805-1859), French politician and author, best known for his Democracy in America 
(1835, 1840).

Scope and Contents
The Yale Tocqueville Manuscripts contains papers of both Alexis de Tocqueville and Gustave de Beaumont, 
intermixed. The papers include holograph manuscripts by Tocqueville (including the manuscript of De 
La Démocratie en Amérique), Beaumont, their families and associates, as well as holograph copies by 
contemporary and later copyists, and photo-duplicated copies of originals held elsewhere.
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The collection includes correspondence and documents relating to Tocqueville's and Beaumont's visit to 
the United States, 1831-32, and investigations of the American penitentiary system.

Locations of some originals from which the Yale Tocqueville Manuscripts copies were made are unknown. 
Some are known or believed to have been destroyed. For further information, contact the curator.

Table of Abbreviations Used in this Catalogue
Bonnel - "Instituteur" at the Elementary School, Tocqueville, Manche. The copies of the Tocqueville 
Tocqueville Mss. (i.e., Tocqueville manuscripts at the Tocqueville chateau, see below) were made almost 
entirely by him: first, for Neal Lambert White (below), then for Prof. John M. S. Allison and the White 
Collection on deposit in the library, then for GWP and the Yale Library. Until 1930 virtually all his copying 
was done into bound cahiers or copybooks. Then he used some long, lined legal- size sheets for additional 
items required by GWP. His hand is very clear and unmistakable. He was a faithful but not very imaginative 
copyist. He attempted to indicate when the original was not in Alexis de Tocqueville's hand.

Bt. - Gustave de Beaumont (1802-1866).

Bt. la Ch. - The chateau de la Borde, Beaumont la Chartre, Sarthe. The family Gentilhommiere of Beaumont's 
parents and his own home in later life. (now sold)

Doysie - Abel Doysie, in charge of having copies of French Diplomatic Archives made for the Library of 
Congress. His secretaries made the copies for White (below) of the Tocqueville American Manuscripts 
which White found at Redier's oKce in Paris and set aside temporarily to be copied. These copies were well 
done by two women: Mme. Desorments and Mademoiselle Anacreon (Mme. Jouhet) on long, lined, legal-
size sheets, using the key numbers of White's inventory 3W (1920-1921) (see E.IV.e.).

Fabius - Emmanuel Fabius of Paris, joint owner of many Lafayette manuscripts, and donor of some 
Tocqueville items to GWP in 1956.

GWP - George Wilson Pierson, who began working on the Yale Tocqueville Archive in 1928 or 1929.

H. - Harvard (Widener) Library.

HJC - Harold Je�erson Coolidge.

HSP - Historical Society of Pennsylvania

Hunt. - Huntington Library, California.

In May 1954 Yale bought from Comte Jean de Tocqueville the manuscripts of De 
la Democratie en Amerique and all Tocqueville's notes for that work. It turned out 
that only "Paquet No. 9" (C.V.g.) of the notes could be found, all the rest of the ten 
"paquets" having disappeared since Bonnel copied them for Yale about 1930-31 
(see rest of C.V.). The manuscript of Democratie turned out to be the working 
manuscript in Tocqueville's hand (C.VI.a.), which di�ers slightly from the printed 
text. An intermediate fair copy, in another hand but probably with Tocqueville 
corrections, was noted by GWP at Tocqueville in 1930-31, but has apparently since 
disappeared (C.VI.b.).

Comments on these materials for Beaumont's Marie.

Character

Two rather bulky bundles, perhaps five or six inches thick, containing manuscript 
drafts of the text and notes for the writing of the first fictional tragedy to be 
published on the race issue or the melancholy fate of the blacks in the United 
States.

These papers represent an early stage in the composition of Beaumont's pioneer 
book, and they represent that incompletely. If any more were found at Beaumont-
la-Chartre or in the possession of Madame de Larminat we would by the terms of 
our understanding become the owners. As it is, these two bundles contain only 
the lesser parts of what the family must once have owned. So far as we can tell, 
the rest has been destroyed.

Contents

From the first volume, materials on 4 out of the 12 chapters. From the second 
volume, much fuller materials on all 5 chapters, plus extensive materials on the 
notes. It may be that the second package also covers some of the appendix notes 
of the first volume. The manuscript is in crude shape and considerable confusion. 
Without further study it is diKcult to give an exact analysis. It does appear, 
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however, that we have materials relating to somewhat more than half of the 
original 726 pages of printed text.

Points of Interest

Imperfect as is this manuscript it o�ers a number of interesting clues and 
suggestions. We learn from it, for example, that in the preliminary stages 
Beaumont's characters had di�erent names, and that Beaumont deliberately tried 
to avoid echoing the great Romantic, Chateaubriand. These drafts also throw light 
on Beaumont's method of composition and on a di�erent order of chapters from 
his first draft.

Literary and Historical Significance

I am increasingly impressed with the significance of Beaumont's Marie.

Gustave de Beaumont was overshadowed by his diminutive but more brilliant 
friend, Alexis de Tocqueville, when he undertook himself to write a commentary 
on the United States, dealing with the social and racial character of the American 
people. For his own fame he had the further misfortune to cast his materials in 
novel form. Even so, his work attracted considerable attention in France. But it was 
never translated into English.

We now find that Marie was apparently the very first novel ever to be published 
in the United States making the tragedy of the colored races, especially of the 
Mulatto or free Negros, its central theme. The first comparable book in this 
country was an anonymous work, later claimed by the historian Hildreth, which 
was got out in 1836, the year after   Marie. The classic, Uncle Tom's Cabin, by 
Harriet Beecher Stowe, did not appear until 1852. We have here therefore an 
 Uncle Tom's Cabin written 17 years too soon and never until 1959 translated into 
English. (Cf. Introduction by Alvis Tinnin in that translation, Stanford University 
Press)

From a number of other points of view this book has genuine significance. Among 
the questions that it raises are the following:

1. Where did Beaumont get his idea and his attitude? I think it will be very 
interesting to explore the background of Beaumont's thinking in Chateaubriand, 
in the uprising of Toussaint L'Ouverture, and in such earlier Romantic classics as
Paul et Virginie.

Comments on these materials for Beaumont's Marie.

Character

Two rather bulky bundles, perhaps five or six inches thick, containing manuscript 
drafts of the text and notes for the writing of the first fictional tragedy to be 
published on the race issue or the melancholy fate of the blacks in the United 
States.

These papers represent an early stage in the composition of Beaumont's pioneer 
book, and they represent that incompletely. If any more were found at Beaumont-
la-Chartre or in the possession of Madame de Larminat we would by the terms of 
our understanding become the owners. As it is, these two bundles contain only 
the lesser parts of what the family must once have owned. So far as we can tell, 
the rest has been destroyed.

Contents

From the first volume, materials on 4 out of the 12 chapters. From the second 
volume, much fuller materials on all 5 chapters, plus extensive materials on the 
notes. It may be that the second package also covers some of the appendix notes 
of the first volume. The manuscript is in crude shape and considerable confusion. 
Without further study it is diKcult to give an exact analysis. It does appear, 
however, that we have materials relating to somewhat more than half of the 
original 726 pages of printed text.

Points of Interest

Imperfect as is this manuscript it o�ers a number of interesting clues and 
suggestions. We learn from it, for example, that in the preliminary stages 
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Beaumont's characters had di�erent names, and that Beaumont deliberately tried 
to avoid echoing the great Romantic, Chateaubriand. These drafts also throw light 
on Beaumont's method of composition and on a di�erent order of chapters from 
his first draft.

Literary and Historical Significance

I am increasingly impressed with the significance of Beaumont's Marie.

Gustave de Beaumont was overshadowed by his diminutive but more brilliant 
friend, Alexis de Tocqueville, when he undertook himself to write a commentary 
on the United States, dealing with the social and racial character of the American 
people. For his own fame he had the further misfortune to cast his materials in 
novel form. Even so, his work attracted considerable attention in France. But it was 
never translated into English.

We now find that Marie was apparently the very first novel ever to be published 
in the United States making the tragedy of the colored races, especially of the 
Mulatto or free Negros, its central theme. The first comparable book in this 
country was an anonymous work, later claimed by the historian Hildreth, which 
was got out in 1836, the year after   Marie. The classic, Uncle Tom's Cabin, by 
Harriet Beecher Stowe, did not appear until 1852. We have here therefore an 
 Uncle Tom's Cabin written 17 years too soon and never until 1959 translated into 
English. (Cf. Introduction by Alvis Tinnin in that translation, Stanford University 
Press)

From a number of other points of view this book has genuine significance. Among 
the questions that it raises are the following:

1. Where did Beaumont get his idea and his attitude? I think it will be very 
interesting to explore the background of Beaumont's thinking in Chateaubriand, 
in the uprising of Toussaint L'Ouverture, and in such earlier Romantic classics as
Paul et Virginie. It will be possible, I think, to show that the tragic black or mulatto 
first appears as an incidental character, on the margins of the story as the servant 
of the master, etc., and then from the wings slowly comes to center stage.

2. Where did Beaumont get the actual material for his own story? Here we already 
have in the Tocqueville collection and in my book extensive materials to explain 
the factual content, and the moving incidents which helped to give body and 
emotional content to the novel.

Altogether we know of seven catalogues or inventories of Tocqueville manuscripts. Originally 
Paul L. White made three [1W] [2W] [3W]. Then GWP inventoried what in 1930 he found at 
Tocqueville [T], and what by 1938 had been collected at Yale [Y]. In the late 1930's someone 
reclassified the manuscripts at Tocqueville [XT]. Finally in 1955-56 Andre Jardin made his own 
inventory of what had been turned over by Comte Jean de Tocqueville to the editors of the 
new "definitive" edition at the Bibliotheque de l'Institut.

Catalogue made by Paul Lambert White in 1919 or 1920 (with typed copy by GWP in 
1959). No title. In 21 manuscript pages. Lists 19 bundles or packages of Tocqueville's 
American Manuscripts, which I believe White found at the Tocqueville Chateau in 
Normandy (see description of package 15 by White). GWP saw most of the originals 
there in 1929-31. Copies, made for White and for GWP by Bonnel, are now at Yale. See [Y] 
below. But some of the originals have been mislaid or have disappeared.

Out of 
it White apparently took certain American materials (see [3W] below) for reproduction 
by Abel Doysie's copyists. The rest were apparently never copied for White or for Yale. A 
certain number got back to the Tocqueville Chateau, and are now available (see Jardin's 
notes for GWP typed copy), but the greater part have simply disappeared.

Note: A number of the copies of Tocqueville and Beaumont manuscripts, made by Doysie 
about 1920-1921, or by Bonnel later, now have a superior value, since the originals have 
apparently disappeared (see repeated comments above).

In the summer of 1959, GWP had White's catalogues 1W and 3W copied by typewriter 
in such a form as to make it easier to identify each document and to find its present 
location or the location of some copy. In the year 1955-56, GWP consulted Andre Jardin 
who was secretary for the committee publishing the new definitive edition of the Works 
of Alexis de Tocqueville. Jardin compared his own inventory [J], with catalogues [T], 
[1W], [2W], and [3W], and made some notes to indicate what he thought was missing 
from his own collections. These will be found in the appropriate folders, E.IV.e. 1, 2, 3, 4.

E.IV.e.4. then becomes key: Inventaire des Documents d'Alexis de Tocqueville, with notes 
by GWP and Andre Jardin to indicate what was missing in Paris in 1956, and what may 
either have been lost or withheld by Comte de Tocqueville from the archives at the 
Bibliotheque de l'Institut.

Before anyone does extensive work with these papers, he or she should be familiar with certain facts 
in their history.

b. 81 E.V.a. The Beaumont Connections:

When Alexis de Tocqueville died in 1859, he left all his papers with his wife, Mary Mottley. 
This Englishwoman, who was not popular with Tocqueville's brothers and their families, first 
authorized Gustave de Beaumont to publish many of Tocqueville's papers in the Oeuvres 
Completes, which Beaumont proceeded to edit. Then, on her death in 1865, she left all of 
Tocqueville's manuscripts to Gustave de Beaumont: i.e. outside the family.

The Tocquevilles were outraged at such a breach of family usage, and no better pleased 
to have the publication and royalty rights (including the title to the as yet unpublished 
"Souvenirs") falling to Beaumont's son, Antonin. In 1891, therefore, in consideration of a certain

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sum of money, Comte Christian de Tocqueville secured title and possession again for his 
family. Unfortunately, the heirs of the two principals to this bargain were long inclined to 
believe that perfect faith had not or might not have been kept - the Tocquevilles suspecting 
that not all of the papers were delivered, the Beaumonts nursing a vague feeling that they 
might have been done out of something.

To settle the thing in my own mind, I went over the Beaumont-la-Chartre and the Tocqueville 
Chateau papers very carefully, compared my findings with the bill of sale, and was soon 
thoroughly persuaded that good faith had been kept. The bill of sale seemed to cover 
substantially all of the Tocqueville papers that the Beaumonts had possessed, except 
Tocqueville's letters to Beaumont which belonged to the Beaumont family, and except for 
Tocqueville's notes on their prison book on which Beaumont had done most of the work. I told 
both of the families that things seemed to have been handled with honor and they professed 
to believe me; however, such legends die hard. In any case, to work with the papers of two 
mutually suspicious families was, and perhaps will remain, a delicate matter.

b. 81 E.V.b. Certain of the Tocqueville and certain of the Beaumont papers have disappeared.

(See above, E.IV.e.)

When White visited France in 1920-1921, he found the Tocqueville manuscripts above referred 
to partly in the Tocqueville Chateau and partly in the Paris oKce of Antoine Redier, who 
was then engaged in writing his Comme disait Monsieur de Tocqueville... (1926). These last 
papers have never been fully returned to the Tocqueville Chateau, though Redier told me 
in 1931 that he no longer had them but had returned them to the Tocqueville family. One 
possible explanation is that Redier managed to mislay some of them. I saw him and got the 
impression that he had too many irons in the fire and had a terrible memory. I talked with 
him several times and, the last time in 1931, he still had some Beaumont family papers which 
I returned to the Beaumonts for him, with apologies for his oversight. Another clue may be 
that Redier loaned some Tocqueville manuscripts to Roland-Marcel, who was doing a thesis 
on Tocqueville, and Roland-Marcel may not have returned them. It is possible again that the 
young Tocquevilles after the death of Comte Christian, their father (it was he that made 
the arrangements with Redier and with White), may have mislaid the papers returned by 
Redier. In this case, the lost manuscript should be at 4 rue de Chanaleilles, Paris 7e, which I have 
never had the chance to search. In any case, I am certain that some of the Redier Tocqueville 
manuscripts were not at Tocqueville in 1929-1931, and had dropped out of sight since 1921; 
while still others which I saw at Tocqueville have not been turned over to the editors at the 
Institut.

b. 81 E.V.c.

A scholar working in the Yale Tocqueville MSS. should realize that by far the greatest archive 
is that now in the hands of the committee which is editing the so-called Definitive Edition 
of the works of Alexis de Tocqueville, under a national commission, supported by the French 
government and indirectly drawing on some support from the Rockefeller Foundation. The 
editors have accumulated the Tocqueville papers at the library of the Institut and have been 
publishing under the directorship of J. Peter Mayer and an editorial committee headed by 
Charles Pouthas, with Andre Jardin as Secretaire. J. Peter Mayer got microfilms or transcripts 
of certain of the missing documents from copies of same in the Yale Tocqueville Manuscripts. 
He has then published the Tocqueville American Diaries in French and presently in an English 
edition. The Yale documents, therefore, should always be checked against the published 
volumes. The same is true, or will be true, of the Tocqueville - Beaumont Correspondence 
which Charles Pouthas and others have been editing.

Unfortunately, during the process of getting out this edition, the papers have not been 
available to scholars.

Ultimately, it would be well if a copy of the Yale Catalogue [Y] could be made available to the 
Tocqueville Archives in Paris and a copy of the Jardin Inventaire [J] could be available in the 
Yale MSS. (This has now been done on a personal basis - 1964)

Cette premiere serie de lettres appelle, a mon avis, les observations suivantes: Madame de Larminat 
pour des raisons obscures a retire de cette correspondance un texte amusant de Tocqueville sur 
Beaumont "Deux mots sur vous". La lettre cataloguee "10 mars 1829" me parait en realite du 9 mars.

La lettre cataloguee "15 mars 1829" me parait en realite du 18 mars.

Henrion, camarade de Tocqueville a Metz et avec qui il semble avoir eu des rapports orageux; futur 
magistrat et auteur d'une histoire ecclesiastique.

Par ailleurs la lettre a Charles Sto�els (ligne 3) est bien d'aout et non d'avril.

B.I.a.2. Copies des lettres d'Amerique d'A. de Tocqueville

Ces copies, faites pour la plupart par Redier, correspondent-elles a des originaux egares? Dans l'etat 
actuel de mon information, voici ce que je pense:

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Le cahier de copies de ces lettres est de la main de Gustave de Beaumont. Dans le cas unique ou 
l'original a survecu, la copie est absolument fidele.

Ces lettres me paraissent assez interessantes pour etre publiees; elles sont spontanees, vives, 
ingenieuses. L'edition serait facile a faire, la plupart des eclaircissements se trouvant dans la these 
de G.W. Pierson. J'ai parle a M. Renouvin (et a lui seul) d'une possibilite de les editer et il serait 
dispose, je crois a demander une aide du C.N.R.S. pour ce leger volume. Je crois qu'une edition 
americaine en anglais pourrait aussi etre prevue car j'ai constate que bien des recits de voyageurs du 
XIXeme sieecle se vendent en editions courantes.

Comments by an unidentified scholar

I think that C.XI.b. 13 may not derive from the English journey because of the passage... "J'indique 
ces divers etablissement a Gustave comme... " Would he be inclined to write this if Beaumont were 
at his side? Perhaps this is written shortly before the journey, or even years after, when Tocqueville 
became quite interested in savings banks and Beaumont did a study of working class problems and 
savings banks (my guess). However, the paper on which this is written could perhaps be checked 
against those of the 1835 journey to see if this throws any light on the dating. I just checked against 
a letter by Tocqueville to Beaumont (C.I.a.2: 14 mai 1837) and it fits C.XI.b. 13 perfectly, even asking 
Gustave for special information in the banks of Scotland. I think it can be safely dated shortly before 
May 14, 1837 - i.e. during Beaumont's solo visit to England.

See the date faintly in pencil at upper left of first page - 26 aout 1833, isn't it? - This is obviously a 
letter to family or fiancee since line 9 reads "imagine toi"?

Is dating of 1st letter 20 July 1831 wrong? Wasn't Tocqueville in America in July 1831?
