31 of the largest groups. Your prayers will cover a total of 700 million 
people! Many are Muslims or Hindus. Statistically, they won’t ever meet 
a Christian in their lifetime. 

With so few Christians, Frontier People Groups need missionaries. Pray 
for Christians to go and help them become followers of Jesus!
