He entered the Holy See diplomatic service on 1 July 1997, and served in the Pontifical Representations in
Bolivia, Slovakia, New Zealand, Kenya and at the Organizations of the United Nations in New York. On 12
January 2015 he was appointed Holy See Permanent Representative at the International Atomic Energy Agency
(IAEA), the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) and the Preparatory Commission for
the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-Ban Treaty Organization (CTBTO), as well as Holy See Permanent
Representative at the United Nations Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO) and the United Nations
Office in Vienna.
