This library contains articles published in The Providence Journal since 1983. When the
search engine finds information that is relevant to your search entry, it displays a results list
of articles. Each result that is displayed includes a brief abstract of the article. The abstract
contains the headline, date, author and a few lines of the opening text. There is no charge
to search the archive and no account needs to be established for you to perform a search.
However, a user must establish an account to retrieve an article, since there is a fee for this
service. Articles are accessible in the archive approximately 72 hours after publication.
The archive does not include photos or graphics.
