They 

include a selection of currently 

available textbooks published 

by commercial publishers, a 

selection of journal articles 

from the last 10 or so years, and 

key offi  cial documents. Some 

historically signifi cant articles 

are also included. The means 

of determining key citations 

generally include consulting 

Scopus and Google Scholar and 

expert practitioners in the fi eld.  

IAIA members contributing to 

this series acknowledge possible 

personal and regional bias and 

much diffi  culty in selecting only a 

few from among many excellent 

references in their fi elds.
