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Introduction

Census 2015, Qatar’s fifth census, has been carried out pursuant to the Council of
Ministers’ Decision No. 7 of 2015 in keeping with UN relevant recommendations.
The first census was conducted in 1986, the second in 1997, the third in 2004 and the
fourth in 2010.

First : The UN Definitions of Censuses

The following are the definitions stated in the principles and recommendations,
issued by the UN Department of Economic and Social Affairs, about the
population and housing censuses. All countries complied with these definitions
in carrying out their censuses :

1- Population Census :

Population Census is the overall process of collecting, classifying, assessing,
analyzing, disseminating and providing all demographic, economic and
social data pertaining to all persons within the borders of the state or in a
precisely specified part of it in a specified time period.

The population census aims basically at identifying the population number
and geographic distributions according to some basic characteristics in order
to realize the developing objectives of the State.

2- Housing Census :

“Housing Census” is a synonymous phrase with “Census of Buildings” in
some countries. It means the overall process of collecting, classifying,
assessing, analyzing, disseminating and providing all statistical data on
buildings, their most important characteristics, components (residential and
non-residential units), and their geographic distributions within the borders
of the State or in a precisely specified part of it in a specified time period.
The Housing Census aims at recording the huge development in the urban
renaissance in the State, presenting the most important data needed for the
housing policy, identifying the growth or shortage in the level of all services
and general utilities and other significant data for decision makers.

Census data cannot be specified by other
methods of data collection e.g. sampling surveys and researches or the
administrative/civil records of population.
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Third : Census Characteristics

The census has the following basic characteristics :

1- Legality : : Aoyl — 1

The census is conducted by virtue of a decree issued by the State’s supreme
authority in addition to the issuance of a special law for the census. That
special law is regarded as the legal basis that guarantees its success. It urges
the ministries, all levels of governmental institutions, nationals, residents
and owners of establishments to cooperate completely with the Ministry of
Development Planning and Statistics on the basis that all parties are
concerned with the implementation of this national project and the necessity
of making it a success.

The legal basics of census prohibit the use of individual data for non-
statistical purposes. This encourages the individuals and establishments to
give correct and sound data.

2- Individual Enumeration :

It means that every individual is enumerated separately. So, the individual’s
data and characteristics are recorded separately from others in the
population census, whether he/she lives in a household, public housing or
labor compound (collective quarters). The enumeration unit is the household
in which its members live together. The characteristics of each person are
collected separately. However, the “individual” is the enumeration unit for
the residents of public housing (collective residence) and labor compounds.

In the census of housing, the enumeration unit is the “building”. So, its
characteristics are collected and its components (residential and non-
residential units) are enumerated.

In the census of establishments, the enumeration unit is the (establishment).

3- Simultaneousness :

Persons are enumerated according to their characteristics at a fixed time
known as the time reference of census (or the enumeration night). Some
characteristics may be collected over a longer time period e.g. the
employment status that is collected for the week preceding the enumeration

It means that the census must include the whole country and cover every
part in it according to the “directory of administrative units”. In the State of
Qatar, these units are divided into municipalities, zones and blocks. Each
one is geographically specified with precision, with no omission or
duplication. Geographical maps are used to help this task.

eriodicity :

The census must be conducted at regular intervals (once every five or ten
years) in order to facilitate the comparison of current census with the
previous ones. In addition, the next census must be conducted at the same
time of the year (as far as possible) if its date was found satisfactory, unless
strong reasons force this date to be changed.

In countries with fast and major changes in the conditions of population or
housing, a general census is conducted every five years.

: The Use of Census Data

It is unanimously agreed that the census has many uses and multiple benefits in
the community where it is conducted. Most of these uses are derived by
expanding the content of the general census of population to include the census
of buildings (called also the census of housing) and the census of establishments.
So, the census constitutes an important and fundamental source of all data and
information about the population, housing units and institutions in the State. We
can summarize the general framework of using the census data as follows :

1- The Use of Data From the Population Census :

(A). Among the most important data provided by the census: the number and

various characteristics of population at the level of all admin units in the
State in order to describe and assess their economic, social and demographic
characteristics. They also help make sound policies and programs aimed at
enhancing the welfare of the country and its population.
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(B). Among the most important admin uses of the census data is the
specifying of boundaries of electoral districts (constituencies) and the
distribution of equal population in these districts.

(C). Fair distribution of services/utilities: according to the numbers and
characteristics of population. For instance, schools are constructed
depending upon the numbers and ages of children (male and female). Also,
hospitals are constructed in the areas in need for more of them according to
the population growth in these areas. The same stands true on determining
the need for new markets or commercial centers to be constructed.

(D). Studying the population composition of the community and knowing
the numbers and ratio of nationals (citizens) and other expatriates. Studying
also the development of their numbers, nationalities and various
characteristics. Specifying their needs for commodities and services that suit
them. Taking a large number of important strategic procedures as their large
numbers represent a huge cultural and social challenge.

(E). The census provides a comprehensive and up-to-date frame involving
the names of households’ heads, whether Qatari or non-Qatari, the names of
small and big labor camps in order to be taken as a basis for the
implementation of sample household surveys and research in the future.

2- The Use of Data From the Census of Buildings :

(A). The census provides detailed data on the number of buildings and their
types, present status, uses, ownership, construction year, connection with
public utilities and geographical distributions in all admin units in the State.

(B). The census provides sufficient data on the numbers and components of
the buildings (housing units and establishments). These data can be
compared with the data of previous censuses to know the extent of
development realized lately in the urban renaissance of the country. These
data are also used to know the numbers, types and characteristics of various
buildings, whether completed or under construction.
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(C). The census provides data on the number of floors in the buildings. This
helps study the phenomenon of vertical expansion, the optimum use of lands
in some distinct areas or with high density of population and the impact of
that on the efficiency of utilities, road and services. Consequently, this
assists in setting up development plans and all planning levels.

(D). Record the number of housing units, their types, occupancy (residence,
work, closed or vacant) and geographical distribution. This helps making a
housing policy on a sound basis to know the future population’s needs for
these units.

3- The Use of Data From the Census of Establishments :

(A). The census provides precise and up-to-date data on the number of
establishments in each admin unit and their status (operating, closed
permanently, closed but under preparation, or vacant).

(B). The census provides data on establishments with the sector it follows or
the economic activity it practices, the nationality of these establishments,
characteristic, and legal entity.

(C). The census provides data on the numbers of both male and female
workers, whether Qatari or Non-Qatari, to assist in estimating the market’s
needs for expatriate (foreign) workers and determining their numbers and
required characteristics.

(D). The census provides a comprehensive and up-to-date frame about all
working establishments in the State. That frame is taken as a basis in
carrying out future economic surveys that provide data for building the
national accounts.

These are not all the uses of the census. Census data represent the cornerstone of
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the statistical system. TheMinistry of Development Planning and Statistics
provides these data in various forms.

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2. Duties of heads of groups :

Each group head shall be assigned an enumeration area and shall supervise the
work of a number of enumerators and carry out the following duties :

(1) Training : Attend the training program and understand definitions and
instructions.

(2) Field review : Field review of data to ensure proper and sound completion
of information, particularly in the first days of the field work.

(3) Daily reports : Submit a daily progress report to the inspector.

(4) Overcome difficulties : Solve any field problems facing enumerators and
inform the inspector of any unresolved problems.

(5) Receipt and handover : Hand over and receive from enumerators the
tools, equipment and ID badges under the inspector’s supervision.

3. Enumerators’ duties :

Each enumerator has been assigned a specific scope of work within the
relevant group, comprised of one or more blocks in accordance with the
survey sheets delivered to them. Enumerators shall collect data related to their
work and carry out the following duties :

(1) Training : Attend the training programs and fully understand definitions
and instructions used.

(2) Receipt of prints and tools : Enumerators shall receive from the heads of
their respective groups the assigned work framework, printed materials and
tools required to conduct enumeration, and shall collect data relating to
buildings, housing units, establishments and households using the handheld
device in accordance with definitions and instructions.

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(3) Field review : After obtaining the required data, enumerators shall review
data to ensure their logicality and that all boxes have been filled according to
instructions.

(4) Handover of tools and equipment: After completion of the field work,
the tools, devices and ID badges shall be handed back to the head of group.

3 - Stages of Field Work :

To access the enumeration unit (building, housing unit, establishment, and
household), a top-down approach — from the largest to the smallest administrative
unit (municipality, zone, block) — should be adopted to enumerate buildings,
residential units, establishments and households. Different data for each
enumeration unit is collected through successive operations as follows :

(1) Identifying the zone boundary (by the inspector, head of group and
enumerator) :

Survey maps have been prepared for each zone, showing zone boundary.
Inspectors shall identify the boundary of their respective zones on the ground
and observe the geographical landmarks and the common boundary with
neighboring zones to avoid omission or overlapping of land.

(2) Collecting data on buildings, housing units, establishments and
households : Each numerator shall be provided with a paper map of his zone
matching the digital map available on the device. An enumerator, supervised
by the group head, shall count the buildings, housing units, establishments,
households and workers’ quarters.

4. Field maps :

The map consists of the blocks located in the area assigned to each enumerator.
The blocks are demarcated in thick red line and numbered in the same color. The
map also contains other data designed to help enumerators identify the correct
location of each unit or building being surveyed.

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General Definitions

1. Building :
Any independent free-standing occupied or vacant residential and/or commercial
structure built permanently or temporarily on land or water regardless of the
purpose of its construction or the nature of its present use.

2. Building number :
It is the number set by Ministry of municipality on the main entrance of a
building. The plate is usually in blue and it now also shows the zone number and
the street number.

3. Building Name :
A building is usually known by the name given to it or associated therewith. The
given name may indicate an activity (e.g. industrial, commercial or services). It
may also refer to the owner, a person or a site (Al-Fardan, Tornado Tower, City
Centre). Government buildings, non-profit organizations, diplomatic missions
and international establishments are generally known by their names (Embassy of
...., the United Nations Office in Doha, Qatar Olympic Committee, etc.).

4. Building status :
it is external appearance of the buildings, may be as follows:
A. Completed : Constructed buildings provided with all necessary utilities.

During the field survey, they may be vacant or occupied/utilized as a
residence or establishment.

Under construction : Under construction buildings lack some final work to
be completed or to be ready for utilization.

Under demolition (ready to be removed) : The building is already vacant
or has been evacuated in preparation for demolition.
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D. Under renovation : The building is vacant or has already been evacuated in

preparation for restoration or repair (repair, maintenance or improvement of
existing structure).

5. External condition :

Examine the external appearance of a building to determine its condition, which
can be as follows :

A. Good : When examined, the building seems to be in good and proper

B.

condition without any obvious defects or problems.

Fair : Some defects and minor damage with signs of deteriorating condition
in the form of rust, damage caused by water leakage or obsoleteness,
worsening condition due to overuse, or distorted appearance due to
modifications. There is a need for some maintenance works to avoid further
deterioration.

Bad : The building is in a state of disrepair with no restoration, has been
unprofessionally completed, or with deteriorating condition due to oldness
or insufficient maintenance.

6. Ownership :

The legal status of the owner of the building, regardless of the nature of its
management and who is using it at the time of census. A building may be :

A.

B.

Governmental owned : Owned by the government or a governmental
institution

Mixed owned : Jointly owned by the government and other parties, whether
natural or legal persons

C. Privately owned : Owned by an individual or a private institution

D. Mortmain : Owned by the General Qatari Authority of Awqaf, regardless of

the type of the building, such as a house, mosque, charity, etc., and
irrespective of its utilization.

Other : Owned by other agencies, like regional or international agencies,
diplomatic missions, non-profit organizations, etc.
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7. Year of construction :

It is the year in which the main and basic (oldest) part of the building was
completed and became ready for use. The entered information will enable
enumerators to enter the year (e.g. 1992)

In case the year of construction is not known, it can be estimated. There are
several methods and techniques enumerators can use to estimate how old a
building is, such as examination of construction materials and checking water and
electricity meters, the interior of the building (such as the ceiling condition), past
census records, the metal address plate (new or old) and neighboring buildings.

8. Number of floors :

Floors are counted and the separation between the ground floor and mezzanine
and other floors without counting the basement floors, for example (ground +
mezzanine + number of floors).

9. Access to the main electricity grid :

This means that the building has access to the public electricity grid supplied by
Qatar General Electricity & Water Corporation (Kahramaa) rather than to private
generators or other energy sources.

10. Access to water network :

This means that the building has access to the public water network rather than to
mobile tankers or other sources.

11. Access to sewage system :

This means that the building has access to the public sewer system provided by
the municipality to consumers and that waste is not disposed of by mobile tankers
or other means.
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12. Housing unit :

It is a building or part of a building originally intended to accommodate one
family. It has one or more separate doors or entrances connected to the road
without going through another housing unit. Examples are palaces, villas, Arab-
style houses, traditional houses, retirement homes, annexes, or an independent
apartment or room in a building. At the time of the census, a housing unit may be
vacant or occupied by one or more households, workers’ quarters, establishments,
or collective living quarters. For census purposes, a place originally not prepared
as a residence, but found during the census as such, will be considered a housing
unit. Examples are attics, tents and kiosks, which are classified as marginal
buildings.

A. Forms of housing units : A housing unit can be one of the following :

1 A building originally constructed to be used by a single family, such as
palaces, villas, Arab-style houses, traditional houses, annexes,
retirement homes.

2 Part of a residential building or house, such as an apartment or a
separate room.

3 Marginal buildings used as accommodation at the time of the census.

4 An accommodation inside an establishment or inside a residential
building basically used as an establishment.

B. Tenure : It means how a housing unit is occupied, it is the following cases :

1 Household residence : The housing unit is occupied by one or more
families.

2 Labor Gathering : The housing unit is occupied by a group of laborers.

3 Public House : The housing unit is used for public accommodation,
such as a guest house, rest house, hospital, etc.

4 Work : The housing unit is totally used as a establishment or
establishments.

5 For residence and work : Some parts or rooms of the housing unit are
occupied by one or more families, and at the same time an economic
activity is practiced in the other parts or rooms, like an enterprise (clinic

6 Closed : A place originally intended to accommodate one family, but
found closed at the time of the census and consequently the exact nature
of occupancy could not be identified.

7 Vacant : A place originally intended to accommodate one family but
found vacant at the time of the census.

Flat :

It consists of one or more rooms with basic utilities and an external door leading
to the building entrance and the road without entering other apartments.

Independent room :

Any independent free-standing room with no utilities inside. Its area is over four
square meters and it is surrounded by walls with a ceiling and is used for living
purposes. It includes for example places like halls and sitting rooms. Kitchens,
toilets, small hallways, balconies and the like are not considered independent
rooms.

A room within a housing unit :

A room inside a housing unit, which shares the utilities inside that unit (bathroom
and kitchen).

Part of a housing unit or of a building :

Two or more rooms inside a housing unit or a building, with shared internal
utilities (bathroom and kitchen).
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17. Palace :

A building originally built on a large area of land to provide accommodation for a

single family. Its design depends on its year of construction. Ancient palaces are
very similar to Arab-style houses, but are different in terms of size. They have a
large guest room, which is open onto the street. The rest of the rooms have an
entrance leading to a courtyard. Modern palaces are closer in design to a regular
villa and consist of two or more floors connected by an internal staircase. A
palace has numerous high-walled rooms and a fence. In some cases, a number of
annexes are built near the palace for the accommodation of the owner’s children
and their families, as well as for servants and workers.

18. Independent villa :

A building originally intended to accommodate a single family so it is considered
one housing unit. A villa consists of one or two floors connected by an internal
staircase. The building has a surrounding wall, with often a garden in between. A
villa is usually constructed using reinforced concrete. Villas classified as senior
staff houses fall within this category. A room or kitchen allocated for servants or
housemaids may be annexed to a villa.

19. Adjoined villas :
A building connected with a neighboring building by a separating wall, and is
used for residential purposes.

20. Retirement home :

It is built by the government to house unsupported elderly persons as a kind of
free social security. It is a small traditional house often inhabited by a small
family that must meet the required conditions to be admitted in it.
