ExportsExports1 were valued at $9.6 million, increasing by 27.6 percent ($2.1 million) from February 2015.‘Machinery and Transport equipments’ exports recorded the largest increase (up $2.2 million) fromFebruary 2015 and became the largest share of all commodity groups exported during the referencemonth, representing  46.8 percent ($4.5 million) of total exports.Australia remained the largest export market, representing 56 percent ($5.4 million) of total exports,increasing 28 percent from February 2015; led by ‘ignition wiring sets and other wiring sets forvehicles, aircraft ‘exports.
ImportsImports were valued at $71.2 million, increasing by 17.2 percent ($10.4 million) from February2015.‘Mineral fuels’ imports recorded the largest increase (up $6.1 million) from February 2015.‘Food and Live animals’ imports maintained the largest share of all commodity groups importedduring the reference month, representing 22.8 percent of total imports.Imports from Singapore rose $9.0 million and New Zealand rose $5.7 million while imports fromChina fell $10.4 million from February 2015.
Trade BalanceThe value of imports ($71.2 million) exceeded that of exports ($9.6 million), resulting in a tradedeficit of $61.6 million.
