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Highlights of the month

Exports!

+ Exports were valued at $9.2 million, increasing 21.1 percent from April 2017.

+ Exports of ‘Mineral fuels lubricants related material’ commodities recorded the largest increase

from April 2017.

+ ‘Food and live animal’ exports remained the top commodity groups exported during May 2017,

representing 44.2 percent of total exports value.

+ Exports to Tokelau and Australia recorded largest increases while exports to USA and New

Zealand recorded largest decreases from April 2017.

Imports

+ Imports were valued at $72.0 million, increasing 8.7 percent from April 2017.

+  Mainly responsible for the increase from April 2017 were higher values of ‘Food and live animals’

(up $2.8 million) and ‘Machinery & Transport Equipment’ (up $2.4 million) imports.

+ ‘Food and live animals’ imports remained the top commodity groups imported during May 2017,

representing 26.0 percent of total imports value.

+ Imports from New Zealand and China recorded largest increases while imports from Viet Nam and
Hong Kong recorded largest decreases from April 2017.

Trade Balance

+ The value of imports ($72.0 million) exceeded that of exports ($9.2 million), resulting in a trade

deficit of $62.8 million.
