BAD COLORADO BILL PENDING

On January 22 the Colorado Senate State Affarrs
Committee considered SB 74, which increases the number
of signatures needed for third party and independent
candrdates for statewide office and for county office. The
bill was introduced by Republrcan Senator Bonnie
Allison. The committee voted 3-3 on the bill. Another
vote will be taken, perhaps as early as February 5.

SUPREME COURT ON DEBATES

On January 13, the U.S. Supreme Court refused to hear
