The Breakers chart was devised and implemented asanattempt to improve singles sales by creating interest in the singles market beyond the Top 40. The majority ofconsumers do not have any interest in the singles that are languishing in positions 40 to 75, it's a pretty anonymous région. The Breakers was an attempt to pick out those singles we thought were going places. The Breakers chart has had a lot of support from across the industry, including Bard members. Virgin, for instance, has rackeduptheToplO Breakers in ail of its stores launched. Sales have not been enormous, but it has certainly helped sales of those particulartitles. I havetoacknowledge, though, that sales have generally been disappointing and Iwould like tolookat the Breakers again. f think we need to consider if we're using the right methodology, in other words that we are including the right records. It's true to say that :ome breakers do not break. We shouldn't just abandon the whole idea just because the first attempt hasn't worked, however. Itwouldbea rétrogradé step to go back to the 75. Change always requires some flexibility and l'm not saying the Breakers Chart is perfect and wonderful - yet. But in the long run it has the potenfial to be a lot more useful to the industry than the full Top 75 run-down. For retailers in particular, a lot of what's in the lower part of the 75 is yesterday's newspapers. The Breakers chart is a way of highlighting the new music - the music they can sell. According ta some people l've spoken to, one of the reasons the Breakers chart hasn't been getting the support it deserves is that it hasn't been featured strongly enough in Music Week. Nowthat'sbeen addressed; the new lay-out is 

positive-and you still get the 40 to 75 positions for reference. 
Of course record companies need to put more effort into making the Breakers Chart work, but retailers too need to shift their perception. There's obviously a mind change that needs to go on.
