Both songs were only played over the crédits. Companies blatantly advertise whole albums as movie soundtracks when half the songs aren't in the film or crédits. In the High Court action, Thames Valley attempted to force Reading Borough Council to amend the enter- tainment licence to prevent the three-day festival from going ahead on Friday without police cover. The Mean Fiddler had claimed Thames Valley want- ed to increase the policing fees by 258% to more than £140,000, by insisting that 200 officers would have to be présent. A spokeswoman for the festival says it reached Thursday's compromise because, while it was within the law to stage the event without a police presence, it had wanted to reach an amicable agreement. A spokesman for Thames Valley police says both sides are committed to early discussions about next year's festival. •Despite clashing with Reading for the ftrst time in its 16-year history, organisers of the Castle Donington rock festival were expecting 70,000 to attend the event on Saturday (26).
