But whatever happens, it will undoubtedly cast new light on the direction Radio One has taken. For about two terrible months in 1987,1 found a band gullible enough to let me 'manage' them. Does anyone remember Some Other Day? They came from Harlow and, boy, did we have big plans! For starters, we weren't going to play normal venues; we were going to do gigs in local cinémas, I was financing a new demo and we had a showcase gig in London. To eut a long story short, the cinéma tour fell through (have you evertried persuading people thatyou should play their cinéma? You've more chance of getting a gig in a chip shop) and the demo went over budget. But we still had the London gig. To entice journalists and A&R people, I dreamt up a teaser campaign, inspired by a review of the band which had praised their "colourful trouser pop". No, we didn't know what it meant, either, but it was a gift not to be 

missed. We sent out cards saying "Trouser Pop Is Corning" - no mention of the band -then flyers with Some Other Day Trouser Pop splashed ail overthem, and finally détails of the date, accompanied by a pair of Action Man trousers ( I can remember being particularly pleased with the last one). With this sort of unique, tailored marketing, we had the world at ourfeet! Littledid I knowthatbandsfrom ail over Britain were sending in equally stupid letters on a regular basis. Would-be managers take note.J've had a soft spotforthis sort of of enigmatic/daft behaviour ever since, which returned this week with Monday s post. Among the records and démos, there was one lonely postcard which simply featured a big question mark on it and the word 'Chair!' What does it mean? Can I expect a chairthrough the post 

postman already hâtes me because l've got a letterboxthe size of a harmonica, but the thought of him humpîng furniture down the street will probably send him over the edge...Anyway bands beware. You need to be pretty innovative these days if you're going to stand out from ail the rival teasers. The next time I manage a group, l'm going to call them Postcard, so 1 can just send people postcards with the name Postcard printed on them. It's daft, easy and inexpensive.
