NRJ Aims For
European Radio

It is no secret that NRJ,
France’s number one FM
network, would like to
spread its wings accross
Europe, and this has now
been confirmed by Jean-
Paul Baudecroux, NRJ’s
Director, who has announ-
ced ambitious plans to
make a European radio
which he would like to see.

The programming
would remain the same for
all the stations, except for
slots of talking and local
records which would be
substituted as required in
each country. “We already

benefit from a stereo chan-
nel on the Telecom 1 satel-
lite and so we have two pos-
sibilities to set up the first
FM network in Europe.
Either we buy a supplemen-
tary sound channel on the
satellite or we rent a sound
channel in each country,”
says Baudecroux.

Baudecroux has been
talking to potential partners
in the UK and to RETE 105,
the largest private radio net-
work in Italy. The latter
have expressed interest
though they do not share his
optimism. ll

UK radios claim they are
not prejudiced against Eu-
ropean product and that
each record is judged on its
merit with the listener in
mind. This was the message
from a selection of top pro-
grammers interviewed by
M&M who agreed that the
quality of Continental pro-
ductions has improved.
They point out that it is still
difficult, though certainly
not impossible, for foreign
songs to make an impact in
the UK.

The views of Chris Ly-
cett, chairman of the play-
list committee at BBC Ra-
dio 1, sum up those of many
of his fellow programmers:
“We never differentiate,
never specifically avoid or
include a European record.
We simply listen and decide
on what will be most ap-
pealing for our listeners.”

Capital Radio’s Head Of
Music, Richard  Park,

who creates the demand.

Television is developing the
same way; we find, apart from
the Pan-European networks like
MTYV, Sky and Super Channel,
an increasing number of national
programmes beaming to a supra-
national territory. Examples of
these developments can be found
every week in our news sections.

Many of our readers like the
concise format of M&M. We will
keep our magazine concise, but
with the tremendous explosion of
new radio and TV stations ac-
cross Europe and the break-
through of more European talent
than ever before, we will increase
our news coverage dramatically.

We hope you will find the
new-look M&M more accessible
to read. It will always present the
Pan-European news sections as
its opening pages, followed by the

Satellite TVs On The Increase

Wolfgang Spahr

Hamburg - There are now over
30 satellite TV channels in Eu-
rope, the majority of them using
the telecommunications satellites
Intelsat or Eutelsat, whose sig-
nals are then fed into the cables.
Next year, when direct broadcas-
ing by satellite (DBS) becomes
operational, the total number of
satellite channels for TV pro-
grammes will increase from 77 to
96 in 1990 and to between 120
and 150 in 1996.

It is still not clear what types
of programmes will fill these new
satellite channels, and whether it
will be possible to integrate DBS
successfully in the national and
European TV market. Of the 30
channels broadcast over Europe,
only super Channel, Sky Chan-
nel, and the French TV § reach
more than 5 million households
cach. German-based Eins Plus,
3Sat, RTL Plus, KMP-Musicbox
and Italy’s Rai Uno reach two to
three million households, where-
as the remaining satellite pro-
grammes are picked up by less
than 1 million. Only four chan-
nels, Sky, Super, TV 5 and the
US information service World-
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net are broadcast in more than
four countries.

The high costs of the DBS
projects and the unreliability of
the launches currently represent

How The Hot 100 Works

The European Hot 100 Singles
and Albums are compiled from
hitparades of 16 different Europe-
an countries, including the UK,
Germany, France, Holland, Bel-
gium, Italy, Spain, Greece, Por-
tugal, Switzerland, Austria, Den-
mark, Norway, Sweden, Finland,
and Ireland. The European Hot
100 are the only pan-European
charts compiled exclusively from
sales figures in the key European
markets. Every week, 73 diffe-
rent charts plus sales reports
from major rack jobbers (compa-
nies that provide store equipment
and records to retail outlets) and
wholesalers are analysed to put
together the Hot 100.

In most European countries
one chart is recognised by the in-
dustry as the ‘official’ one. How-
ever, some countries have several
charts and these are compiled by
Music & Media into one overall
hit parade to represent the sales in

that market.

Each position in an individual
country is given a rating, which is
weighted to take into account that
country’s proportion of total Eu-
ropean sales.

There are different percen-
tages for singles and albums,
provided on a regular basis by in-
dustry organisations such as

IFPI, BPI/Gallup and West-
Germany’s  Deutsche  Phono
Verband.

The European Airplay Top 50
is compiled by national playlist
reports, acquired through the
Media Control organisations, and
the playlists from the major sta-
tions. In addition, tips from more
than 200 of the most important
European Radio programmers
are used to supplement the calcu-
lations. As stations differ in im-
portance and audience reach,
different weightings are also ap-
plied to these.l

This year two video production companies, both Lon-
don based, are way above the others in ‘Euroclips Of
The Year 1987, which Music & Media has compiled
from the leading TV pop programmes of 14 European
countries. As in 1986, Limelight tops the chart with
six of their promo videos in our Top 50 chart. Vivid
follows close behind, responsible for the production of
five of the Top 50 clips - an impressive increase from
the two they had represented in the awards last year.

he Limelight directors that

stand out are Steve Barron,
who directed both The Living
Daylights and Cry Wolf for A-Ha,
and Daniel Kleinemann who
wrapped up Fleetwood Mac’s Big
Love and Curiosity Killed The
Cat’s Ordinary Day. The other
two clips produced by Limelight
were Prince’s U Got The Look,
directed by David Hogan, and
Robbie Nevil’'s CEst La Vie,
directed by Peter Care.

However the most prolific
director in the ‘Euroclips Of The
Year 1987 listing is Vivid’s Andy
Morahan with four titles to his

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German Industry
Looks Forward To ‘88

In many respects 1987 was a tur-
bulent year for the German re-
cord industry: characterised by
takeovers, internal reorganisa-
tion, record companies’ love/hate
relationship with the ever-in-
creasing number of private radio
broadcasters and the new threat
of CD rentals.

Amongst the most important
business developments in 1987,
Michael Anders, Managing Di-
rector RCA, cited primarily, “the
implementation of various Ber-
telsmann services, such as new
centralised warehousing facilities
and the integration and reorgani-
sation of distribution channels”.

For CBS, the takeover by
Sony was certainly the most sig-
nificant structural development.
Heinz Canibol, Artist Marketing
CBS, also noted: “1987 has, in
terms of pieces sold, been the
best year in the history of CBS -
to a great extent thanks to releases
by superstars such as Bruce
Springsteen, Michael Jackson
and Jennifer Rush.”

All the directors credited a
considerable portion of their suc-
cess to the inroads that national
product had made in the home
market, and all are planning to
continue their policy of support-
ing local groups in 1988. RCA’s
Michael Anders is particularly
satisfied with the company’s suc-
cess at home and abroad in estab-
lishing itself as a competent mar-
keter of German hard rock
(Accept, Udo Dirkschneider,
Bonfire).

Helmut Fest, Managing Di-
rector EMI, the company with
the strongest national artist roster
(Herbert Groenemeyer, Klaus
Lage, BAP, etc), was also able to
report encouraging foreign sales

figures in the US for MSG and in
Europe for the one-man German
hit factory, Drafi Deutscher
(Mixed Emotions).

National product is also gain-
ing in importance for CBS, which
hopes to attain 30% of their gross
turnover with acts such as Jen-
nifer Rush and Munchener Frei-
heit in 1988

In terms of new product for-
mats and technology, Fest looks
forward to the introduction of the
CD-single: “Although the drop in
sales of singles can probably not
be compensated for, the single is
still gaining in importance as a
promotion mechanism for LPs.
The CD-single could play a posi-
tive role in this development.”

While unanimously welcom-
ing the developments among pri-
vate radio broadcasters, the in-
dustry has adopted a wait-and-see
attitude.

WEA Managing Director,
Manfred Zumkeller, claims that
the company was satisfied with
the results of their ‘records on
subscription’ policy, and, as all
other companies, intends to con-
tinue the practice of making the
privates pay for their records.

And in order to sell a
series to the US, there have to be
at least 26 shows available.
Moreover, the prices charged to
different European customers
present problems as well. Where-
as Albania and Ireland pay just
DM 10-15 per minute, French
customers pay the top rate of DM
1.500.
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Mé’s Programme
Schedule For ‘88

Slowly but surely, the private TV
channel M6 is growing in impor-
tance. The team around Jean
Drucker, M6’s President, is cur-
rently putting the last touches to
the new programme schedule for
next year and the guideline is
counter-programming. M6 does
not have the means to compete
with the other channels with
high-priced programmes, so it
fills its time slots with alternative
programmes, many of them relat-
ed to music.

”Music now represents 35%
of our programmes, and half of
these are French songs,” says
Catherine Regnier, Head Of
Music & Varicty Programmes at
M6. This is important since the
channel is required to broadcast
at least 30% music programmes.
“Kids are tuning in more often to
us when they want to see music,”
adds Regnier, who points out that
‘Hit, Hit, Hit, Hourrah’, the
channel’s chart show with songs
voted by the viewers, attracts an
audience of more than 60%.

Most of the music program-
mes are based on videos. After
the all-music channel TV6 was
shut down in March, the record
companies froze most of their
video production budgets. The
situation has changed now, as the
record industry realises that M6
is broadcasting more than 1.200
music videos each month, with
effects on record sales.

Regnier: *“We are co-produc-
ing videos with all the record
companies. According to Regni-
er, M6 has co-produced more
than 90 videos since June, includ-

Among its new programmes,
M6 will broadcast a morning
show aimed at five to 16 year-
olds, with cartoons, music vi-
deos, news and fiction. In Febru-
ary, the channel will start a new
type of show, linking fiction with
music. Beginning as a weekly
programme, this one hour show
is planned to become a daily after
Easter. M6 also opens its pro-
gramming to music specials such
as a tribute to Martin Luther King
with Stevie Wonder.

Other changes include switch-
ing ‘Mediator’, a music magazine
from Tuesday evenings to Wed-
nesday afternoons and all late
night programmes have been
replaced with a one hour show
between 0.00 and 2.00 hour con-
sisting of clips linked together
without the appearance of a host.
The Friday evening hard rock
programme, MPS, the only one
of its kind in France has been ex-
panded, due to requests from the
audience. M6 is also the only
channel to have a regular jazz
programme every Sunday. “We
have a faithful audience, and the
results we have show that we are
doing things the right way”, says
Catherine Regnier. l

La Cinq Makes Deal
With Performing
Rights Societies

Paris - La Cingq is the first private
TV channel to sign a nationwide
deal with all the French perform-
ing societies (SACEM, SACD,
SCAM and SDRM) for the use
and remuneration of their reper-
toire. Under the terms of this
three-year  agreement  (1987-
1989), La Cinq will pay the
authors and composers 6.4% of
the channels’s gross advertising

revenues, with a 20% reduction
for the first year, and a 10%
reduction for 1988.

Talks are still in progress with
the other two new private TV
channels, TF1 and M6.

Only RTL Escapes
Rating Drops

Records: “‘Free radio has been
vital in increasing buyer cons-
ciousness. Greece is the last
country in Europe to resist the
trend, but the future is moving
towards an international sound.”

Prospects for the Greek re-
cord industry are generally better
than they have been for some
time. A determined [FPI-led
campaign has reduced tape piracy
levels from 75% to 40% over five

Publishers’ Share Of
Spanish Channels Increased

by Jose Ramon Pardo

Madrid - The proposed legisla-
tion for the regulation of private
television in Spain has, until now,
limited publishing houses to a
maximum of 15% ownership in
the new private TV channels that
are expected to start within the
next two years. But in a recent
TVE (Spanish state TV) inter-
view, Prime Minister Felipe Gon-
zalez increased this to 25% be-
cause of pressure from the media.

The appearance of new TV
channels, (Cartal 10 and the com-
munity video channels that have
begun network broadcasting) and
the use of satellite for direct
broadcasting by the state TV are
causing excitement throughout

Spain. When Canal 10 announc-
ed that it would begin broadcast-
ing by satellite in January, TVE
decided to be one step ahead, if
only symbolically. TVE will con-
sequently broadcast its New
Year’s Eve programme, directed
by TVE’s General Director Pilar
Miro, by satellite so as to be the
first to use satellite.

In addition, the local Anda-
lusian government, in southern
Spain, has announced the birth of
a channel that will cover the
entire region - almost 20% of the
Spanish population. This will be
called Canal Sur (Channel South)
and is due to start broadcasting in
1989.1

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Danish Record Companies
Push Local Product

by Dan Rachlin

Copenhagen - Four of Den-
mark’s biggest record companies
have launched a major campaign
to promote national product.
Medley, Genlyd, Replay and It’s
Magic are determined to fight
Anglo-American  pop  from
swamping Danish repertoire.
Figures for the year to November
1987 show that national artists
have sold some 2.3 million re-
cords in Denmark, a decrease of
25% from the previous year.

The joint campaign includes
advertisements in Denmark’s
biggest newspaper and in cine-
mas as well as the release of a
special compilation LP called Ek-
stra Nummer (Extra Number)
which contains tracks from the
following artists: Lars Hug, Se-
bastian, Onetwo, Back To Back,
Anne Dorte Michelsen (Medley);
Gnags, D.N.D., Thomas Helmig
(Genlyd); Lis Sorensen, Miss B.
Haven (It's Magic); Dodo & The
Dodos, Moonjam (Replay).

The Danish companies are
particularly unhappy about satel-
lite TV and the heavy promotion
that international companies are
able to provide their artists.
Michael Ritto, Managing Direc-
tor of Medley: “As much as we
welcome the international market
made possible by people such as
Music & Media, we have to en-
sure a secure future for Danish
music. The Danish music people
see Belgium as a frightening ex-
ample of a country that has al-
most stopped musically. Only 5%
of the music played on Belgium
radio is national product. We

think it is to everyone’s advantage
if local European music stays
alive.”

The four Danish companies
want support from radio, televi-
sion and the Danish government;
especially the removal of the 15%
luxury tax on records and CDs.
Ritto: “It is incredible that a
record company like Medley with
a market share close to 30% and
a turnover at about DKr 30 mil-
lion still has to be satisfied if it
breaks even. The luxury tax costs
us DKr 5-6 million a year. If that
1s the future for Danish rock &
roll, I think we'll consider con-
centrating on acts headed for the
international market.”l

Finland’s Fazer Music
Celebrates Anniversary

Helsinki - Finland’s biggest mus-
ic company, Fazer Music, is
celebrating its 90th anniversary
this month. The company, which
has an annual turnover of around
£45 million derived from activi-
ties ranging across manufactur-
ing, wholesaling, publishing, vi-
deo and retail, accounts for about
40% of the Finnish industry’s to-
tal annual turnover.

’Our main spheres of interest
in recordings and musical instru-
ments leave very little room for
further  development,”  says
Managing Director John-Eric
Westoe, “whereas home elec-
tronics and video still have plenty
of potential”.

Fazer’s domestic repertoire
runs to more than 16,000 titles,
and the company also handles
PolyGram and WEA product
here. It owns a distribution sys-
tem (Finnscandia), a company
which provides a complete record

service (including equipment) to
retailers (Levypiste), and a re-
cord club (Fazer Music Club), all
of which are market leaders in
their field. Its publishing cata-
logue numbers over 30000
copyrights.

Also celebrating its birthday
is a company at the other end of
the spectrum, Poko Records.
Small even by Finnish standards,
Poko is nevertheless an important
channel for Finnish rock and
lesser-known international la-
bels. Since its foundation in 1977,
it has won 21 gold (25.000 units)
and four diamond (50.000 units)
sales awards.

Distributed by CBS/PEC-
Musikkitukku, Poko’s parent
company is Unitor Oy, which
now plans to open the country’s
biggest record retail outlet in
Tampere, under the name, Mega
Epe.H

month is the latest sign of the CD
manufacturing crisis in Sweden.
“The CD business has large-
scale problems at the moment.
The profit margins are very
small,” says Sven Halvars,
Managing Director of CD-Plant.
The plant is hoping for larger
order volumes after Christmas; if
these do not come through the fu-
ture of CD-Plant will be uncer-
tain. The firm is jointly owned by

the British company Interdisco
and the American firm Heden-
berg Technology.

The second Swedish CD
plant, Toolex-Alpha in Stock-
holm, had already decided to quit
the CD disc manufacturing
market. Toolex-Alpha will con-
centrate in the future on pro-
ducing CD pressing machinery.
The firm plans to keep a small
home market production of CD
discs just to be able to test the
machines. l

Danmarks Radio
Fights Privates

Copenhagen - The arrival of lo-
cal private radios in Denmark
earlier this year has meant sud-
den and fierce competition for the
national public broadcaster, Dan-
marks Radio. In some parts of the
country Danmarks Radio’s rat-
ings have dropped as low as 30%
of potential listeners.

There is no doubt that the fast
growth of the local stations with
their popular Top-40 formats
have given Danmarks Radio a
hard time. But now the new
Managing Director of Danmarks
Radio, Jorgen Skov, has an-
nounced that the huge institution
(Danmarks Radio and TV has
around 3.500 staff) is to fight
back. Skov is certain that Dan-
marks Radio can ‘wipe out’ the
competition of the local stations
if it wants to.

There are several changes
planned for next year. Danmarks
Radio’s third channel, P3, which
airs the most music, will increase
broadcasting to 24 hours a day;
four hours more than at present.
The extra hours (from 01.00 to
0500 hours) will mainly be

listeners’ requests and repeats of
some of the most popular music
programmes.

Danmarks Radio will also re-
introduce chart shows which it
stopped ten years ago. Realising
that chart shows are extremely
popular with the public, the sta-
tion will broadcast its own Top 40
list; probably compiled from
wholesale and retail sales.ll

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Flemish Private TV To

Start In ‘89

The Flemish private TV compa-
ny VTM (Vlaamse Televisie
Maatschappij) has received offi-
cial permission to include com-
mercials in its programmes on the
condition that the new channel is
fully operational within 18
months.

As a consequence of this deci-
sion, the public-owned broad-
casting company BRT will have
to stop its so-called ‘non-com-
mercial’ advertisements and pro-
gramme sponsoring from Sep-
tember 1988. This will result in a
loss of income of BFr 270 mil-
lion, which is equal to BRT’s an-
nual BFr 216 million budget for
radio productions.

Furthermore, BRT is not al-
lowed to conclude any new con-
tracts with advertisers from
March 1988.

BRT pointed out that it has
one of the smallest broadcasting
budgets in Europe: BFr 5.4 bil-
lion compared with Sweden (BFr
16 billion ) and Holland (BFr 20
billion). A recent study by the
company showed that its televi-
sion production costs per hour
were as low as BFr 770.000.

A BRT spokesman said that a
possible solution to the drop in
advertising revenue could be
found in the channelling of Bel-
gian radio and TV tax, around
BFr 10 billion, to BRT. W

A year ago, the Belgian Federa-
tion Of The Phonographic Indus-
try (Sibesa) stopped distributing
sample records to the 20-25
major private radios in the coun-
try pending an agreement on
broadcast fees. Since then, the
privates have either been buying
the records themselves, or deal-
ing directly with local distribu-
tors in return for advertising
time.

Sibesa has now announced
that it will contact the privates in
the very near future, because
several members have admitted to
wanting to work with them. In
return for a broadcast fee of about
BFr 1.50 per listener, Sibesa will
offer the radio stations their full
co-operation.

Jan Theys, Managing Direc-
tor of BMG Belgium and member
of the Sibesa board: “We con-
sider the fee as recognition and in
return, the privates would have
access to the new releases, back-

ground information, interviews,
news about the artists and so on.
What is important is that we re-
establish a firm weekly contact
with the privates to straighten out
the discrepancy between the sales
chart and the airplay chart in Bel-
gium which occured recently.”

Piet Keizer, Director of Radio
Antigoon in Antwerp has already
been contacted by Sibesa with
this proposal and says that he is
open for discussions: “An agree-
ment can only be made when all
radio stations are involved and
not only the major outlets. I am
personally in favour of some kind
of short-term contract with Sibe-
sa to be able to evaluate the pros
and cons of the whole system.
Their proposal will cost us about
BFr 150.000 a year and like every
business deal, I am curious to see
what will be delivered in return -
I want to be able to reject their
proposal if I think that we’re bet-
ter off now.”ll

Dutch NCRY
Announces Changes

Due to the cancellation of the ra-
dio show ‘Los Vast’ (see M&M
issue 45), the Dutch broadcasting
organisation NCRV has made
some major changes in its Radio
3 schedule although the corner-
stone of its programming rémains
untouched.

Canal Plus To Begin In Belgium

French subscription TV channel
Canal Plus is to start broadcast-
ing in the French-speaking part of
Belgium, bringing it into direct
competition with Robert Max-
well’s Belgian subscription TV
project in the same region.

The Canal Plus operation,
scheduled to begin in March 1988
with 20 hours each weekday and
round-the-clock TV at weekends,
will be in partnership with anum-
ber of Belgian companies. The
shareholding of Canal Plus Bel-
gique will be divided 60/40 be-
tween Belgian and French com-

panies. The former include the
holding company Societe Gener-
ale (30%); the remaining 30%
will be shared by the production
company Studio Little Big One/
Dream Factory and investment
company Defi. The public-own-
ed broadcasting company for the
French-speaking area, RTBF, is
also rumoured to be involved.
Since RTL-TVI has a monop-
oly on TV advertising in the area,
Canal Plus will have to rely on
revenue from subscriptions -
viewers having to pay around £12
a month to receive the station.l

Examples of the former
are cable operator Ted Turner’s
acquisition of the MGM film
library and Rupert Murdoch’s
similar purchase of the 20th Cen-
tury Fox catalogue.

nly one girl has managed

to dominate M&M’s Year
End Awards for three consecutive
years. Who's That Girl? Her
name is Madonna and her string
of hit successes over the past
three years is unequalled by any-
body in the history of Music &
Media. Already in 1985 she col-
lected the Top Selling Singles Ar-
tist Of The Year award by having
six hit singles charting in the top
10 of the Hot 100 Singles and two
more in the Top 30. The top 10
singles include: Like A Virgin,
Material Girl, Into The Groove,
Gambler, Crazy For You and
Dress You Up while Angel and
Holiday hit top 30.

This amazing streak was fol-
lowed in 1986 by two awards: Top
Selling Singles Artist Of The
Year and Top Selling Albums
Artist Of The Year. Here again
her product flooded the market
with the True Blue album yield-
ing four new hits: Live o Tell,
Papa Don't Preach, True Blue
and Open Your Hear. The True
Biue album was the longest top
runner in the Hot 100 Albums
where it stayed for 29 weeks. This
also makes it the longest runner
ever in the history of the Hot 100,

surpassing the previous record
set by Dire Straits’ Brothers In
Arms (25 weeks).

Madonna’s supreme reign of
the European charts in 1987 is
equally impressive. And again
this year she picks up two awards:
Top Selling Singles Artist Ot The
Year and Top Selling Albums Ar-
tist Of The Year. La Isla Bonita,
the Latin-tinged disco smash hit,
stayed at the top of the Hot 100
Singles for four weeks (although
not consecutively) and the fol-
lowing soundtrack, Who's That
Girl, triggered off three more
hits: Who's That Girl, Causing A
Commotion and the recent The

Look Of Love. And to top it all
off, the release of the non-stop re-
mix album You Can Dance is, at
press time, already top 10 in Eu-
rope just two weeks after being
released.

All in all, Madonna has
enjoyed no less than 17 European
hit singles, of which six went to
the no. 1 spot of the Hot 100,
(Like A Virgin, Into The Groove,
Live To Tell, Papa Don’t Preach,
True Blue and La Isla Bonita), a
feat unprecedented by any artist
in the 80s.

WHITNEY HOUSTON (Arista)

Female Artist Of The Year
& Single Of The Year

L ess than three years ago, if
you mentioned the name
Whitney Houston, only the most
well-informed soul music fan
would have been able to tell you
that Houston was planning a mus-
ic business career. Quite a career:
since then she has sold over 22
million LPs and the amazing suc-
cess of her 1987 album, Whitney,
and its singles make her a natural
choice as Music & Media’s Fe-
male Artist Of The Year.

It’s a measure of any artist’s
standing in the worldwide market
that she can call her second al-
bum simply by her first name and
everyone knows who we are talk-
ing about. Whitney has squared
up admirably to the sales chal-
lenge set by her 1985 debut al-
bum, Whitmey Houston, which
had European sales of over three
million, a worldwide total of 14
million, and spawned three major
hit singles.

The ‘87 LP has shifted more
than eight million units since be-
ing released in June, about three
million of those in Europe, and
contains M&M’s Single Of The
Year, [ Wanna Dance With Some-
body (Who Loves Me), a triumph
for the writing team of Mer-
rill/Rubicam and producer Nara-
da Michael Walden.

Follow-up singles Didn’t We
Almost Have It All and So Emo-
tional have kept Houston in the
singles-charts in Europe continu-
ously ever since. Houston can
look back to 1987 as the year
when she was confirmed as a
global female superstar on a level
only dreamed of by Madonna.
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STING (A&M)
Male Artist Of The Year

ow many artists are there
who can quote Shakespea-
re, Pinochet and Lazarus, cover
Jimi Hendrix, jam with Eric
Clapton and Mark Knopfler, and
achieve a most sophisticated jazz-
rock combination all on one
album, and then see this most
ambitious of projects make an
enormous impression on charts
worldwide? For being the only
performer to be able to carry it
off, Sting is Music & Media’s
1987 Male Artist Of The Year.
Sting’s 1985 album, The
Dream Of The Blue Turtles show-
ed a new, advanced, decidedly
upwardly mobile Sting at the
helm of one of the hottest jazz-
rock combinations ever assem-
bled. Branford Marsalis, Omar
Hakim, Kenny Kirkland and
more, married their jazz brilli-

ance to Sting’s pop sensibility,

not just on that album, but also on
the world tour and subsequent
live LP, Bring On The Night.

In ‘87, Sting showed us he
could do it again. ... Nothing Like
The Sun featured a stellar line-up
of musicians: Clapton, Knopfler,
jazz legend Gil Evans, Andy
Summers, Hiram Bullock and
many of the ‘Turtles’ band. This
double LP boasted even more
elaborate lyrical themes, running
the musical gamut from funk
(We'll Be Together) through bree-
zy jazz (The Lazarus Heart) to
conscientious, politico-jazz rock
(They Dance Alone), based on a
Chilean courting dance and dedi-
cated to prisoners of conscience.
The latter was inspired by Sting’s
involvement in the 1986 Amnesty
International tour.

And somehow he manages to
combine all this with a successful
acting career; he may have left
The Police, but Sting’s a one-man
force of his own now.
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MICHAEL JACKSON (Epic)
Solo Album Of The Year

ichael Jackson’s third al-

bum for Epic, Bad, is
probably one of the most anti-
cipated albums of all time. Not
having released anything for five
years since the record-breaking
Thriller, (which is the biggest
selling LP ever with almost 40
million copies sold), expectations
were very high, maybe even too
high.

In the meantime, another
phenomenon had emerged who
could make a claim for the
throne: Prince. The man from
Minneapolis had managed to fill
the gap that Jackson had left.
However, the release of Bad
worldwide on August 31, has
wiped out all doubts about his im-
pact and, potential aside, has put
him right back at the very top.

That the release was eagerly
awaited was proven by the in-
credibly high entry that the single
I Just Can’t Stop Loving You, the

taster from the forthcoming LP,
made in the Hot 100 Singles. Its
debut at no. 5 established the
single as the highest entry ever in
the history of the Hot 100 Singles,
a record that will be very hard to
break.

And history continues to be
made with the follow-up single,
Bad, entering at 6 in the Hot 100,
the second best entry ever. The
first single stayed at the top of the
Hot 100 for seven weeks, follow-
ed by Whitney Houston’s / Wanna
Dance With Somebody, the lon-
gest chart runner of 1987, and
then immediately by a six weeks
run at the top for Bad. At the
same time, both singles topped
the Airplay Top 50 for six weeks.

The album has generated a
third single, The Way You Make
Me Feel, which, at press time, af-
ter just two weeks, is already in
the top 10 in the Hot 100. Mean-
while, the Bad album has sold 11
million copies worldwide, in-
cluding 6.7 in Europe - which is
certainly not bad at all.

U2 (Island)
Group Album Of The Year
he rock establishment

would agree that M&M’s
choice for Group Album Of The
Year is a clear winner. U2’s im-
pact in the worldwide music are-
na was so massive during the year
as to make The Joshua Tree head
and shoulders above all the
competition.

The album arrived, much-
heralded, in March, fully two-
and-a-half years after their previ-
ous career peak, The Unforgetta-
ble Fire. But there was never any
doubt that The Joshua Tree would
not only outdo anything U2 had
released before, but also take
them to a new level of rock super-
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stardom. The LP was immediate-
ly hailed by the rock world as a
masterpiece and was the fastest-
selling record in the history of Is-

land Records.

The album was also a triumph
for co-producer Daniel Lanois,
as it represented the second year

in a row he had worked on the
major rock LP of the year, fol-
lowing Peter Gabriel’s So in 1986.
Brian Eno was his co-creator on
The Joshua Tree, with three
tracks mixed by Steve Lillywhite
and the project recorded at Wind-
mill Lane Studios in Dublin.
The LP has already presented
U2 with three huge singles suc-
cesses, including two American
number one hits, With Or With-
out You and I Still Haven't Found
What I'm Looking For. World-
wide sales of the album currently
stand at some 15 million, three
million of those in Europe. A far
cry from the dawn of the 80s
when U2’s records were only
ever released in Ireland.

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TERENCE TRENT D’ARBY (CBS)
Debut Album Of The Year

E very so often, an artist
comes along who has a
sound and an image so singular as
to make him or her what they
used to call an overnight sensa-
tion. From the day that the re-
cord-buying public first heard the
soulful growl, and saw the ex-
hilarating moves of Terence Trent
D'Arby, there was never any
doubt that he was going to have an
exceptional 1987. And there was
no doubt about which LP should
win the title M&M’s Debut
Album Of The Year: Introducing
The Hardline According To Ter-
ence Trent DArby.

It was not just his appearance
that made D’Arby such an im-
mediate success; his background
made him interesting too. D’Ar-
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by, a 25-year-old former boxer
and ex-US Army, is originally
from Manhattan but is based in
London and he spent a lot of time

e

mouthing off in the music press
about how he wanted to die before
he was 30. The hype was evident,
of course, but when If You Let Me

Stay was released in February no-
body could really argue. The
voice was too strong, the effect
too immediate.

D’Arby followed that single
up with an even bigger hit, and an
even more creative piece of mus-
ic, releasing Wishing Well in the
early summer. The rebellion in
D’Arby’s music comes from a
somewhat suppressed childhood:
his mother sang with gospel
groups in the New York area and
his father was equally religious.

The LP, Introducing The
Hardline, was produced by Hea-
ven 17°’s Martyn Ware and con-
tained wholly original D’Arby
material with the exception of
Smokey Robinson’s, Who's Lov-
ing You. One track in particular, a
vocal tour de force called As Yer
Untitled, bears the credit: ‘All
stuff - TTD It’s a measure of
peculiar talent.

EURYTHMICS (RCA)
Group Of The Year

f all the artists working in
mainstream rock, one
group stands above the others for
their sheer refusal to be compla-
cent. For continuing to be daring,
radical, and unique, the Euryth-
mics are Music & Media’s Group
Of The Year. The reasons lie in
their new album Savage, quite
the most adventurous record An-
nie Lennox and Dave Stewart
have made and a courageous shift
away from the outright commer-
ciality which brought them the
biggest record of their careers,
1985’s There Must Be An Angel
(Playing With My Heart).
The first encounter with the

new LP’s first single, Beethoven
(I Love To Listen To), was a real
surprise; the video that went with
it stopped everyone in their
tracks. Lennox and Stewart might
do things just to be shocking, but
they have the musical and visual
creativity to justify it.

Every sound on Savage was
made by Lennox and Stewart,
from the mock-Jagger vocals of /
Need A Man to the sampled per-
cussion that Stewart picked up on
their previous world tour. The
world of the three-minute-wonder
was never further away than on
the title track, a sensual, uncom-
fortably close portrayal of sexual-
ity. A description, in fact, which
applies to the whole album. A
record to last, from artists who

will do likewise.

RICK ASTLEY (RCA)
Debut Single Of The Year
C onsidering both its airplay
and sales impact, the
young Englishman Rick Astley’s
Never Gonna Give You Up is this
year’s most successful debut sin-
gle on a pan-European scale.
Written as well as produced by
Stock, Aitken & Waterman, this
carefree and cheerful pop ditty,
sung with that youthful, muscular
voice, has remained in the Euro-
pean charts since August 15 when
it entered at 84 in the European
Hot 100 Singles. By November
28 it reached its highest position,
no. 1, and then the Bee Gees took
the lead with You Win Again.
At press time Never Gonna
Give You Up was in third posi-

tion, spending its 10th week in the
Top 5 and its 17th in the Hot 100.
It has been charted in all 16 rele-
vant countries, eight of which
have seen it on their no. 1 spot so
far: the UK, Germany, Sweden,
Holland, Belgium, Norway, Fin-
land and Spain. As yet, the sin-
gle’s highest position in Ireland,
Switzerland and Denmark has
been no. 2 and in Italy and Portu-
gal it reached no. 3.

Needless to say, such apattern
of victories is unusual for a
debuting artist.

Astley’s follow-up, Whenever
You Need Somebody, met up with
the debut single top 5 of the Hot
100. His first LP, Whenever You
Need Somebody, debuted in the
European Hot 100 Albums at no.
21: it is clear that Mr. Astley is
never gonna give it up.

Lou Diamond Phillips’
depiction of the spectacular but
tragic Valens life-story made the
film an international success, and
director Luis Valdez had the good
commercial sense not just to
recreate the highlights of Valens’
musical career, but also choose
exactly the right band to do the
job. The Wolves Of East LA, bet-
ter known as Los Lobos, had
been playing some of those hits in
their shows for years, especially
the traditional Mexican wedding
song La Bamba, so recording
them was second nature.

soundtrack was Howard Hunts-
berry, whose vocal interpretation
of Jackie Wilson’s Lonely Tear-
drops was remarkably like the
original.

At press time, the La Bam-
ba soundtrack achievements were
as follows: the title track had
made number one in 21 countries
and the album in nine, earning 11
gold and four platinum discs.

Come-Back Of The Year

he fever is over... the Bee

Gees return. The brothers’
contributions to the 1977 sound-
track, Saturday Night Fever, is a
testimony of its time; disco music
was at its peak and hits like
Stayin’ "Alive and Night Fever
spearheaded the new dance
craze. Until the arrival of Thril-
ler, it was the best selling album
ever with over 30 million copies
sold worldwide. However, the
Bee Gees refused to be solely as-
sociated with the burgeoning of
disco and were trying to get rid of
the image it gave them.

The release of E.S.P. their
first album in over six years,
proved they have managed and it
1s definitely the'most impressive
come-back of 1987. But the in-
dividual members of the group
have not been resting on their
laurels during the last six years,
and have been involved in solo
projects and production jobs for
other artists such as Diana Ross,

Radio Programmers Pick The Hits Of 1987

by Machgiel Bakker

This year, for the very first time, Music & Media
presents the DJ Awards 1987. Some 350 DJs,
producers and programme directors from private and
state radio stations all over Europe were asked to
name their favourite records and artists of the year
plus the most promising acts for 1988. There are nine
categories: Single Of The Year International; Single
Of The Year National; Album Of The Year Interna-
tional; Album Of The Year National; Male Artist Of
The Year; Female Artist Of The Year; Most Promising
Act Of The Year International; Most Promising Act
Of The Year National; and Concert Of The Year.

he response, particularly

for the international awards,
were unanimous. Most European
programmers were struck by
Prince’s social commentary on
Sign ‘O’ The Times, the definitive
winner of the Single Of The Year
International title. Prince also
wins the Best Concert Of The
Year award, is runner-up Male
Artist Of The Year and no. 5 in
the category Album Of The Year
International.

After being a cult act for
years, LA act Los Lobos made
their final breakthrough in 1987.
Not, however, with their LP, By
The Light Of The Moon, but with
the immediate follow-up, the
soundtrack tothe life and times of
Ritchie Valens - La Bamba. Los
Lobos’ interpretation of the ‘59
classic won the hearts of millions
all over the world and even
prompted a Latin American
wave, further fuelled by Madon-
na's La Isla Bonita and Who's
That Girl. In France, the sound-
track went to no. |- and three
different versions of La Bamba,
including the original, went into
the charts.

It is interesting to see that,
apart from the Pet Shop Boys’
ultra-commercial It's A Sin and
Michael Jackson’s Bad, a con-
tinental artist is in the running for

Single Of The Year Internation-
al: CBS France’s biggest discov-
ery this year, female singer
Desireless, is at no. 5 in this
category with Voyage Voyage. So
far, 2.5 million copies of the sin-
gle have been sold in Europe.
Other runner-ups for this award
include Rick Astley’s Never
Gonna Give You Up from the UK
and Suzanne Vega's Luka from
the US.

Such a clear pattern is harder
to achieve on national favourites.
However, in countries like Ger-
many, Holland, France, Italy and
Denmark, definite winners do
emerge. Three German acts came
out as firm favourites of the Ger-

Madonna got most of the
votes as Female Artist Of The
Year and it is not hard to under-
stand why. Who's That Girl was
her 15th European hit single and
its entry at no. 3 in the European
Airplay Top 50 was the highest
entry ever in the history of the
chart. That single was followed
by Causing A Commotion and the
recent You Can Dance non-stop
remix album which contains the
new track Sporlight.

The German DIJs mostly
agree in the category Most
Promising Act Of The Year Na-
tional: The Other Ones emerge as
definite winners. DJs in other ter-
ritories are less in accord. Vari-
ous local talents got points, but
not enough to come out as clear
winners: Richenel, Jump Dickie
Jump, The Nits, De Dijk, Fatal
Flowers (Holland); Camouflage,
Hamburger Arroganz, Rio Reis-
er, Nicki, Peter Richter (Germa-
ny); Orup (Sweden); Jil Caplan,
Les Rita Mitsouko, Guesch Patti
(France); Duncan Dhu (Spain);
Luca Carboni and Zucchero
(Italy).

towards the American way of
things whereby the listener sche-
dules for himself. He will tune
from station to station, choosing
his own music rather than relying
on the programmer to do it for
him.”

The advantages of these include
easier tuning and identification of
stations, together with additional
programming information - all
thanks to the liquid crystal dis-
play panel on the radio set. The
system enables the consumer, for
example, to programme a special
receiver in his car to pick the best
available radio frequency by auto-
matically finding the strongest
signal. This technical wizardry is
possible as each band-wave con-
tains a certain amount of space
which can be used for a wide var-
iety of further services. RDS can
be used on both car radios and
home tuners and is currently
being manufactured in Sweden,
with Germany and the UK to
follow.

What will happen in 1988 ona
more local level? In Germany, the
increasing competition and the
danger of an over-saturation of
the Top 40 format will prove too
heavy for some stations. Weak
and unimaginative programming,
and lack of training and manage-
ment in the smaller radios will
not attract sufficient advertising
revenue and several stations may
face bankruptcy. In Munich alone
there are now seven private radios
competing not only against each
other but also against the state ra-
dio, Bayerischer Rundfunk.

According to RIAS’s produc-
er Rik De Lisle, it is the lack of
specialised training, rather than
the issue of formats, which pre-
vents DJs from building up the
necessary credibility for the suc-
cess of local stations. “Most local
DJs don’t have any idea of what a
format is. The small things that
build up credibility, like regular
time, weather and traffic calls,
and station identification are sim-
ply neglected.”

Copyright has been one of the
crucial issues in the UK in 1987.
Radio Clyde’s Programme Direc-
tor, Alex Dickson, believes that
next year will signify, “greater
freedom and better deals with
rights organisations like the PPL
and PRS”. In Birmingham,
BRMB'’s Head Of Music, Robin
Valk, is also optimistic. “The
government will have to open up

needle-time and bring the inde-
pendent radios in line with the
BBC. We should have more
needle-time yet pay less, as hap-
pens in Europe.”

What is interesting is what
will happen to copyright if satel-
lite radio takes off. “In the old
days, we negotiated for rights wi-
thin our own boundaries. My
guess is that in the end we will be
negotiating on the potential size
of listernership - something
which would have to be reviewed
each year,” says Beerling.

In France, the present pattern
of diminishing networks will con-
tinue. The number of major ones
has already shrunk to around six
(NRJ, Nostalgie, Fun FM, Sky-
rock, Kiss FM, RFM) and it
seems likely that one or two
mergers might follow over the
next couple of years. NRI's
Baudecroux is convinced of this.
*“There will be a slimming down.
Only two or three big networks
will be able to survive from an
advertising point of view, so that
eventually we will be faced with
just three networks and a few
local stations.”

Spain is slowly developing its
professionalism and the SER net-
work is following the trends of
neighbouring networks in France
and Italy by going on satellite as
of next August. SER is still well
up in the ratings but both the An-
tenna 3 and La Cope networks are
being seen as increasing competi-
tion. SER’s Music Director,
Rafael Revert, believes that more
specialised  programming  is
necessary for rival stations to
co-exist. “Our ‘40 Principales’
show (Top 40) is what listeners
love to hear. Many stations try to
imitate us but they will either
have to change their formats or
have to be content to fall in
second position.”

1988 will se¢ many changes in
radio. Although it is not easy to
prophesy what will happen in
such an ever-changing medium,
the future of radio looks good.
