REASONS
Introduction

[1] ~ This consent order relates to an appeal by P Cunningham against the
decision of the Dunedin City Council approving the proposed Dunedin City
Second Generation District Plan (2GP’) and tesponds to the consent
memorandum dated 24 September 2021. The appeal relates to the zoning of
457 Highcliff Road.

[2]  Thave read and consideted the appeal and the consent memorandum of the
parties dated 24 September 2021, which proposes to resolve the appeal. The
agreement reached involves rezoning 457 Highcliff Road from Rural Residential 2

Zone to Large Lot Residential 1 Zone.

[3]  The court will only make orders if it is satisfied it is appropriate to do so
and where there is no relationship between the provisions proposed to be amended
by consent order and other appeals before the coutt. Ms James has satisfied me
that the amendment sought to resolve this appeal is approptiate. Ms James also
assessed other appeals on decisions on 2GP and advises that there are no other

appeals on the zoning of the site.!

[4] Otago Regional Council gave notice of an intention to become a patty
under s274 of the Resource Management Act 1991 (‘RMA’) and has signed the

memorandum setting out the relief sought.
