In Japan, castles were built from the Warring States period to the Edo period. This period of time extended from
around the sixteenth century to the nineteenth century. Japanese castles feature high stone walls, moats, and towers.
Castles are still popular tourist destinations. For example, the beautiful, white Himeji Castle (Hyogo Prefecture] which is
a World Heritage Site; Matsumoto Castle (Nagano Prefecture) which uses black lacquer on the outside; and Matsuyama
Castle ([Ehime Prefecture] which is famous as a mountain castle. Also, the Osaka Castle and Nagoya Castle are well
known. Their towers are made of reinforced concrete and were rebuilt during the Showa period (1926-1989). They are
also equipped with elevators.

In addition, there are many parks with castle ruins that are still maintained. When you visit a castle, you can go up
the tower or learn about the local history from displays.
